Some years ago, when M. Menier firet acquired
the island, his arbitrary methods for the expulsion
of the sguatters who then resided there aroused
copsiderable criticism throughout the Dominion,
this being intensified by anger that a territory of
such great strategic value should be allowed to
pass Into the hands of a foreigner. Anticosti is an
island 180 miles long by 30 miles wide, broadest at
its centre and tapering at each end. It lles a
mouth of the St. Lawrence River and is
midway between the Gaspé and northern coasts,
giving two splendid deep water passages hetween
1t and the mainiand, each about fifty miles wide.
From Quebec to Anticosti is 32 miles, and the
Ssland practically marks the division between river
and ocean salling. Its area Is about 250,00 acres,
and it enjoys many natural advantages in 1ts soll,
timber, forests, rivers, game birds and animals
@and In the fich Iife which abounds in the walers
that wash its coast line of almost ) o More-
over, its advantageous location enabics to domi-
mate absolutely the navigation of the St
@s It commands both channels.

It was first granted by France in 168 to Louls
Joliet for his discovery of lilinois. After the Brit-
Ssh conguest of Canada it passed to some weslthy
English families, whose heirs held it untfl recently.
Sn 1873 Captain Forsyth, one of these, attempted
#ts colonization systematically, and Induced over
one thousand Newfoundlanders to s=ettle there,
premising them “ities to the lands they cleared as
soon &e proper surveys could be made and a = ale
@f fees arranged. In addition to these settlers,
three thousand Newfoundland fishermen visited its
shores every summer In guest of cod, landing there
%0 4ry thelr catch, as is the practice these
orthern waters. For over cne hundred years they
/ad done this, and Captain Forsyth recognizcd them
/20 the extent of permitting them to cut wood and
whoot game, while at the stores he establiched tasy
‘could barter their fish for such necessaries as they
required

sale of the island as a parcel of real estate. It was
Sought by & Mr. Stockwell, who sold it later to an
English cempany, from which, in turn, 1t was
purchased by M. Henrl Menier, with the idea of
wonverting it into a hunting preserve for himself
and his friends, and of incldentally turning to
fnancial acosunt its varied resources of land and
‘water.

Good Demand for U ptown Flats and
A partmenta.

The demand for flat and temement
of Fifty-ninth-st. and east of Central Park still
continues.

Despite the gloomy outlook for an early resump-
tion of an old time building activity, the conditions
in the sales part of the market are good and the
demand for all kinds of improved properties is |
pressing. The purchasing movement of improved
properties should become brisk, for the reason that
the city is underbuilt, and the income now received
from apartment, tenement and flat houses is much
greater than it was some years ago.

FEW FLATS SOUTH OF CHAMBERS-ST.

Some of the sales reported in the last few weeks
have revealed the fact that the day Is not far dis-
tant when there will be few flats to rent in the
section south of Chambers-st. The number of flats
in the section Is slowly becoming smaller, and the
demand Increasing greatly. The president of one
of the larger realty companies said vesterday that
the cause for this decrease In flats in the section
is due to the spread of business houses there.

The price of rentals for flats in the district is
much higher than it was a few years ago, and It is
now almost beyond the means of most workingmen
to live there.
