From each road
equipages of every description drove up in s'.ate—

carts drawn by bix oxen, antique buggies an.l

carryalls whitened by wear and creaking with in-

nrmlties. and ancient horses harnesceil by unlcjua

arrangements of chain anl rope to every con-civ-

able kind of vehicle. In the mean time the candi-

dates for baptism, eleven women and seven men,

of varying ages, had been penned up in two barns

for the moment when their Impressive entrance

Into the open should be made.
Brother Carter kntw his cue. and did not make

his reverend appearance on the scene until ex-
pectancy was at fever heat. The burning sun was
directly overhead, the tide was at its highest when

the glad cry was given. "llyarhe come, down de

road!" and "Sho' 'ruff dar he!" and at a snail*
paco came an attenuated gray horse drawing an
old ramshackle buggy, in which the minister was
seated in a majestic, Napoleonic attitude, driven

by his assistant.
The reverend men. each carrying a carpetbag

containing his robes, alighted with dignity and
disappeared into the barn set aside as a dressing

room for the men candidates.
Ten minutes later the doors opened, and .'ran

the two barns came a v.eird procession. Brother

Carter headed the men converts, who were attired

in long black calico roi,ea made In Mother Hub-

bard style, their heads wrapped In white cloths

tied so tightly that the Kinks of wool beneath

could be seen. Their skins shone black as ebony,

and their eyes protruded from their beads with

nervous eagerness. Meeting them from the op-

posite side came the dusky sisters arrayed in pure

white robes and with Similar cloths on their heads.

As the two processions rcet and formed in one
solid line marching toward the river, the specta-

tors raised a dirgelike hymn, half wall, half chant,

that suggested the barbaric melody of a Zulu

tribe. On the river shore Brother Carter paused,

and from a ponderous Bible read the third chapter

of St Matthew. Then "Will Sister Aaraat lead us
in sacred song?" ho requested. Sister Aaraat. a

heavy matron in a purple velvet dress, despite the

heat, advanced with Inimitable dignity, and with

a voice of percing sweetness began, "Oh, Children

of Light, de Hour Has Ccme." The nervous ten-

sion of the moment was noticeable in the attitudes

and expressions of spectators and converts, and as
the long procession of converts, headed by Brother

Carter and flanked by his assistant, made the first

step into the river, arms, heads and bodies began

swaying In movements of religious frenzy. Every

one was working up to the critical moment.

Brother Carter advanced toward the first
candidate, a girl of seventeen, of the purest

African type, who. with bulging eyes and chatter-

ins teeth, awaited the awful dip. After the pre-

girl, plunged her Vad and body far below the
Surface For one second there was breathless
silence, then a wild eyed, dripping figure emerged
with a prodigious snort. "Thank Gawd, she yelled
in piercing accents that fairly rent the air Thank
Gawd my sins Is done washed away. Ise freed
from mv trr.nsjrresriuns."

They had to produce ih«ir effect* with
paste or pottery and stones Which are now rele-
gated to third or fourth place in the category of
jewels. They had hematite, or iron, feldspar, carne-
,i,in. sar.'.. lapia laxull, amethyst, root 01* emerald,

or emerald matrix, and blue and green pottery—
that was about all But Ithink the delightful
things they conceived ar.d carried out in these 1111-
propltlou* mediums goes to prove tnat we moderns
«re mistaken In placing to much reliance on dia-
monds and the other precious stones; that beauty

a jewelry Isn't all a mere matter of glitter and
flash

From the beads of Ptolemaic beHes to the new

art buckles ar.d brooches in the other cases
may not be so far a cry as It seems. Mr
Iawrence at least has frankly availed himself of
the art of the ancient* as expressed in their glass-
ware.

"They

were made almost before instruments of warfare.
To go back in history as far as one can and pluck

out of the bosom of time these articles of personal

adornment is the charming thing about it to me.
You find the same impulse in the beads of Egypt

and in the beads of our North American Indians.
These little disks cf the most heavenly blue"—
Mrs. I".- lock Op * string of Uilputiao quoits,

about one-third of an inch in diameter and of
almost falrylike thinness— 'these little disks are
cut. precisely as our Indians cut their wampum,
ir. the days before the Yankee trader began manu-
facturing it frr them en Staten Island. That is
what Interests me so in beads— their universality
and their closeness to the very springs of our race
life."

Mrs. Pier has spaa! the last three or four winters
in Cairo, and some of the necklaces in her collec-
tion were brought to her with the fresh earth. still
clingir.g to them. After washing one new acquisi-
tion Mrs. Pier says her hands were perfumed for
days with the slices and ointments which still
clung to the b<M'i3. And that necklace was 3,000
years old.

Among the particularly Interesting pieces In Mrs.
Tier's collection s a necklace compose.l entirely
of small fruits and flowers. These were made only
In one place. T<-l-el-Amarna, under or.< king,
Khu-en-Aten. The necklace is over 2.000 years old.
These exquisite little flowers and fruits are of
glanwd petlaiy, and were cast in moulds. Per-
haps the prettfest thing about them is the fa
that each flower ar.o each fruit was moulded so
perfectly that it has been worked out and identi-
fied by Percy Nf-wbury. by means of funer.il
wreaths, carvings and other representations of tha
fauna of ancient Epypt-

The necklace In the photograph Is composed of
large. Irregular shaped, flat beads, opaque and of
a rich oranse-pink color. They are very rare an.l
date from 1552-I^:S B. C. A famous necklace which
was bought in London is in the form of a little
clos*- fringe composed of red sard pendants and
white glass amphora; alternating. A handsome
Bold bulla forma the pendant. This necklace was
found at Asinoe. and. says Mrs. Pier, "Is charming
to wear." One very valuable string of beads Is of
lapis lazuli, blue paste and gold. Itis thought to
be from a royal tomb.

The earliest beads were made !n the form of long,
slender cylinders. A necklace that dates from
nearly 3000 B. C. show? a succession of lap. lazuli
cylinders with three pendants In the front. One Isan amulet In the shape of a heart, one is a "Tat"
amulet, meaning stability, and the centre pendant
is a scarab, the most important and sacred of all.standing, as It dees, for the Immortality of the
soul. A particularly attractive necklace, dating
from the days of the Ptclemys. Is made up of littlesquare and oblong beads of gold, lapis lazuli and
feldspar. Near the front are four groups of little
flat gold beads— beads, they are. grown;g, flee by side like so n.ary Siamese twins The f-Iftct ef this necklace is of a double string of ob-
lor.» beads caught together by the square btada
and the little double gold beads.
