drawn in by heavy fans through the colls, and dis-
tributed through th» buildin The main audi-
torium has a. planum chamber under the entire
floor, with small ragMen at the end of each pew.
By an unusual method of crews damp*rinK. th«
air In tba buildins is passed over the fans a couple
of times in severe winter weather, and then the
plant is shut down until the audience chamber It
required. By this method the loss of heating the

The electric fixtures are hand chased, and are
made of bronze, quadruple gold plated. The. six
main chandeliers are ten feet high by five feet in
diameter, and --• severity-eight electric candles.
They weigh something like half a ton each, and
hang at the point where the side arch penetration
meet the celling. On the side walls there are forty-

four brackets, carrying from ten to sixteen lights
each, and made In proportion with the chandelier
and of the name material and finish. The gallery
lights are made In the form similar to the old
sanctuary lamps. There axe two of these at either
side of each of the six side windows.

On
the death of his father, in the following y*ar. the
family estate on the banks of the Potomac was left
to him. He then gav^ up all thought of further
military service, married, and went with his hride
to live on the estate, to which he pave the r.arr.e
of Mount Vernor.

"We have here the secret of that martial spirit so
often cited of George in his boyish daya. He had
seen his brother fitted out for the wars. He had
heard by letter and otherwise, of the warlike
scenes In which he was mingling. No wonder.
therefore, that George's mind was BS«d with sol-
dierly ambitions. All his amusements at Hobby's
School took a military turn. He made- soldiers of
his schoolmates; th«

The organ front has been placed in the centre of

have been treated In such a manner as to give one
the impression of Etruscan gold pipes Inlaid with
laurel and lry leaves at the mouth of the pipes, in

old gold, and Is the culmination of Charles Henry

Cottrell's work on this building.

The circular staircase a., cither comer of the
building forming the corner pavilions, are of the

old Spanish tile construction, without any Iron

supports being used. They are tested to carry

without deflection over three times the weight re-
quired by the New-York Buildings Department.

The marble side walls, combined with the antique

golden bronze and iron railings, form an Interesting
finishing point to the view of the marble vesti-

bules and corridors, whose general tones have

b**n fixed by the Cippolene •... -..' panels and

Istrian stiles, corr.ices. baee and railing.
