000 are employed in factories and about 500.000 In
trade. In the cloth factories, the leather and
paper works, even in the metal foundries, the
number of women employed Increases dally. This
has. of course, \u25a0\u25a0* the case for many yean in
the United States of America and Great Britain.
but. essentially conservative as the French are!
the radical change in the constitution of the
home wrought by the employment of women
outside that home could only be effected slowly.
In a land where the marriage institution Is baaed
upon a financial partnership, each of th« con-
tracting parties contributing- his or her share ot
money to maintain the home, in the face of the
Increasing poverty brought about by cosily wars
and heavy consequent taxation, women have
found themselves reluctantly compelled to become
wage earners— if not in order to Insure marriage,

at least to help support their families. While de-
barred in almost every land from the heavier

kinds of toil, such as work in mines, tending fur-

naces. smelting works, etc. the Introduction in
recent times of machinery into every branch cf

manufacture has benefited women by providing a
large amount at comparatively light work m
which care, patience and suppleness arc more es-
sential than physical strength. And for such

work French women are better fitted than French

"in thus entering the lists with men. women have
seriously reduced the market value of all labor, and

are themselves the greatest sufferers in conse-

quence. A comparison of the rate" of wages paid

to the two sexes will show how heavily handi-

capped the weaker are in the struggle for life.

In Fgriculture the average daily wage for a man

!•= from 1 franc \u25a0 centimes to 3 francs 15 centimes;

for a woman it is from SO centimes to :francs.

In factories it averages for a woman from 1 franc
70 centimes to 3 francs; for a mar. it is double. In

Paris the average is a little higher than it Is In

tlie country, but the prportion remains invariable.
Itis more particularly hi the textile manufactures,

where women furnish more than half of the total
1 libor employed, that the sex is the worst paid.

The recer.t strike among the women weavers on the
Belgian frontier has made known the painful fact
that there are many among the hands whose
weekly wage amounts to no more than 8 francs,

used to support themselves by irlvlngprivate les-
sons. Now It is by no means uncommon to hoar
one franc an hour CO cents) offered for a lan-
guage lesson, and many women have been thankful
to accept plain needlework which, by one whole-
sale houne. In Paris, is given out to "Indies only."
The scale of remuneration paid by this apparently
philanthropic firm is only equalled by the sweat-
ing of certain firms in London. Handkerchiefs to
be neatly hemmed by hand are paid at the rate of
10 cents a dozen; dusters, four cents a dozen: but-
lers' aprons, of hard, coarse cloth, at two francs
(40 cents) a dozen. French women claim that such
prices cannot be said to represent a living wage,
and call loudly for reform.

The cause of these abuses is variously explained.
Itis generally said to be based on the fact that the
needs of women axe so much smaller than those of
men. Mile. Marie I.aparceri*-. who is foremost in
the woman's movement in Franc*, declares- that
this is only superficially true. While it is the fact
that women require lea substantial food than men.
and that tobacco and drink do no*. enter Into their
daily expenditure, it is also true, says Mile.
Laparcerfe. that almost every woman in France
ha* somebody dependent on her—aged parents,
young children, helpless brothers or sisters, and
yet what employer of labor ever takes such consid-
erations as these into account? Th* wage of the
woman remains stationary, notwithstanding her

needs. InMile. Laparcerie's opinion the real cause
is that the openings for women are still too few.
and that the sex has not ret learned the value of
association. Conscious only <'her own pressing in-
dividual needs, a 'woman accepts the starvation
w«g« held out to her. and by so doing destroys her-
self and her sister workers.

The motto of the French syndicates. "To equal
work, equal wage."' must perhaps under existing
conditions he coiSldered Utopian, nnd yet some-
thingmight be done by Judicious legislation. Inter-
national treaties like that of IBS3. in which Switzer-
land took the initiative, or that of Berlin, which
followed shortly after, did something toward re.ni-lating the conditions of labor, principally from th*
point of view of hygiene. The Labor Conference at
Basle during last summer also accomplished usefi'l
work. The ex-Minister of Commerce. M. Millerand.
has still more recently called public attention to
the urgent need of further regulation of the female
labor market, and in the front rank of reforms
culled for be places the question of night labcr.
But until the wnn»«"i »hftniie!ven m -ke an effort In
the rfcht direction little good willbe achieved. The
only real cure for the evil is association. and this is
the great principle that now guides the woman's
movement in Francs. C. I.B.
