Humor of a "Leak" Regarding
Official Report Not Believed.

The cotton market continued active yesterday,
although tt-.o advance In prices was checked. Senti-
ment before the opening seemed to favor a re-
action, on the argument that outstanding accounts
had prob«blr been pretty well evened up, while
•cables" were distlncUy below exi«»ctatloT)s. and
the outlook was for heavy receipts. Reflecting
this, the market opened steady at a net loss of
3 to 13 points. A pood demand developed at tho
lower level, however, and. although realizing con-
tinued heavy, offerings were promptly absorbed,
and prices rallied to about Friday night's flnai
figures. Tr.-nllnjj was fairly active, with fluctua-
tions comparatively 1arrow.

After showing; at one time a net pain of 1 to 4
points. th.> market in the last hour eased off a
iittle. under realizing, and closed steady net 3
points tower t.i 4 points higher. Sales v.ore esti-
mated at 150.000 bales. A report that th. had
been \u25a0 "leak" in the. Department of Agriculture,
through which some local cotton operators had re-
ceived advance Information of the crop estimate
f'puros which were announced at noon on Thursday,
was widely discussed In cotton circles yesterday.

It was re-
called, direct charges were made against John
Hyde, then, as now, Statistician of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, in connection with the Issu-
ance of a cotton crop report; and Mr. Hyde sued
his accuser for libel, recovering substantial dam-
ag««. Th<j exploitation of the "advance tip," as
explained In cotton houses yesterday. is as follows:
Some man will go to a cotton firm or operator
and say: "Ihave had an inside tip from sources
in the department that the crop estimate will be
10,500.000 bales"; to another house, "10.-tOO.OOO bales";
to a third, •10.300.000"; and to on through a list of
six or seven. When the report comes out the
"estimate" furnished one of these concerns willcertainly be vrry close to the official figures, and
that firm may make a great deal of money for
Ue«lf, just as the houses will which for themselves
had floured out rutlmates which turned out to be
close to the real figures; while other firms, whose
estimates are more or less wide of the mark, In-
cluding the "tipped off" concerns, will be corre-
spondingly sore, some of them, perhaps, being In-
clined to Impute bad faith to somebody In Wash-
ington.
