this city. Thompson was un;rble to attend the
wedding, but promised to go to Camden as
soon as poFKiblf. Yesterday he called on Miss
Hacker and gained her consent to accompany

him to Camden. Both seemed in the best of
spirits. Thompson gave no sign of ill feeling
until they began to Inspect the wedding pres-
ents. Once Mrs. Lewis and her brother were
alone for a moment, and then Thompson made
the threat of death.

There m a quarrel,
and the engagement was broken off That was
several months agflr Thompson made several
attempts at a rfor.ciliation. The young woman
told him that they co'ud continue as friends,
but th.it was nil.
