October 20, The Russian court exonerated the
Progress. The Russians allege that the Japan-

MAN BURNED TO DEATH.

Nightclothes Catch Fire When He
Lights a Lamp.

Paterson, N. J., Dec. 6.—Peter Cusick, seven-
ty-eight years of age, living at No. 29 Vine-st.,
was burned to death early to-day. Cusick
arose to see what time it was and lighted the
lamp to see the clock. He was about to place
the chimney on the lamp when his nightshirt
caught fire and he was soon a mass of flames.
He rolled on the bed in an effort to quench the
fire and screamed for help. When neighbors
arrived the bed and part of the woodwork in
the room was in flames. Cusick, unconscious,
was taken from the bed b.dly burned about the
body from his knees to his neck. Father
Gillen, of St. Joseph's Roman Catholic Church,

The establishment of the school ‘was the result

of months of fruitléss endeavor on the part of
white teachers and the town authorities to control
the unruly colored pupils and induce the white
children to attend the same school. Finding this
impossible, an abandoned schoolhouse was opened
as a “Jim Crow” school.

The parents of the colored children threaten
legal proceedings, and the selectmen may retaliate

SMOKE KILLS POLICEMAN.

HAD WARNED TENANTS.

Overcome While Trying to Escape
Blaze in Naething’'s Basement.

Patrolman Frank J. Redican, of the Old Slip
station, lost his life last night at a fire in the
basement of Naething's restaurant and bakery,
Nos. 118-120 Fulton-st. Redican discovered
smoke coming from the basement of the build-
ing and turned in an alarm from the box at
Fulton and William sts. He then returned to the
building to warn the tenants of their danger.
The building was filled with smoke, but most of
the tenants had been warned,

When Redican reached the third floor he went
into several bedrooms. In one he found a man
dressing and told him to get out. The man got
downstairs safely. As he went down he saw
Redican making for the rear of the building.
An hour later Redican was found unconsciousj
in the lavator: at.the rear of the. third floor..
It is thought that he was partly overcome and
pushed his way into the laivatory thinking he
was going out of the room. The lavatory was
filled with smok=> and he could not make his way
out again. Redican was found by Lieutenant
McGowan and Fireman Devlin of Engine Com-
pany No. 31.

They carried him down to a room on the sec-
ond floor and an ambulance was called from the
Hudson Street Hospital. Before it arrived sev-
eral firemen policemen worked over the
man, but were unable to restore him to con-
sciousness. Dr. Wells, of the Hudson Street
Hospital, was equally unsuccessful. Redican
had been on the force about a vear, and had an
excellent record.

Fireman John J. O'Connell, of Engine Com-
pany No. 7, was overcome by smoke while work-
ing in the basement, and was removed to the
Hudson Street Hospital.

The building in which the fire occurred is four
stories high, and connects at the rear, forming
an “L"” with the building at No. 15 Dutch-st.
The upper floors of the Fulton-st. building are
occupied by about fifteen men employes, and the
Dutch-st. building by Mrs. Mary Richter, the
housekeeper, and seven women employes. John
K. Miller, Mary O’Connell and Lottie Maher
were in the reception room, on the third floor,
when they discovered the smoke in the hallwavs
and gave the alarm. All got out in safety,

and

The fire was at the rear of the basement, and
Acting Chief Xruger of the Fire Department
says he believes it was caused by an overheated
oven or defective electric light wiring. The
blaze was stubborr, and two alarms were sent
in. The firemen had much trouble with the
electric wires. Chief Kruger ordered the current
turned off, but there was much delay.

The fire was restricted entirely to the base-
ment. O'Connell, with Firemen Hehn and Me-
Carthy, was standing in about two feef of water,
holding a hose, when he was overcome. He fell
to the floor and his head went under the water.
To rescue him Hehn and McCarthy were forced
to drop the line. The hose writhed like a snake
and tripped up McCarthy as he was about to
pick up O’Connell. Other firemen went to the
rescue, and O'Connell was carried out into the
air. He had swallowed water in addition to the
smoke, and a hurry call was sent for an ambu-
lance. Dr. Wells worked over him for about
fifteen minutes and then took him to the hos-
pital.

Redican was twenty-nine years old,
and lived at No. 36 Rose-st.

It was learned later that the door to the lava-
tory in which Redican was found closed with a
spring lock. It is now thought that he acci-
dentally closed the deor and was so far over-
come that he could not find the lock.

He was appointed to the force by Commis-
sioner Partridge on November 28, 1902. He
lived at No. 46 Rese-st. His record was clean,
and Captain Farreil speaks In the highest terms
of his work as a patrolman. He was a clerk be-
fore he went on the force.

He has suffered severe pain since
he went blind, and. although his eyesight is still
dim, it will prohably be fully restored eventu-
ally, physiclans say.

Moreover, thers
have zlready been introduced 2,011 bills in the
Senate and 5,750 in the FHouse, In addition to
numerous petitions and resolutions, all of which
have been referred to the proper committees,

Another by no means insignificant accomplish-
ment i3 the confirmation by the Senate of ap-
proximately 525 recess appointments. Whils
there still remain 167 appeointments which have
not received the attention of the upper chamber,
those that have been disposed of constitute by
far the larger proportion, and would have taken,
or have been made the occasion for taking, con-
siderable time from the regular session. Still
further benefit has resulted from the many and
extended conferences for which the extra ses-
sion has afforded opportunity to the leaders of
both houses—opportunities which have been in-
creased by the small amount of time which the
Senate and House have spent in actual session.
As a result, the leaders have clearly mapped
out their programmes, and much of the mest
difficult if not the obtrusive work is out of the
way.

While, in the opinion of the House, the Sen-
ate has laid itself open to criticism for having
fatfled to enact the Cuban treaty enabling aet,
members of the upper chamber feel that they
are to be congratulated in havinz secured an
agreement for a vote on December 16, thus
obviating the prolonged debate which would
have been inevitable had the enabling act first
come before the Senate in the regular session.
That it was the intention of the Democrats to
debate the Cuban legislation at great length
and make it the vehicle for extensive campalign
speeches on the tariff is well known, but now
only nine legislative days remain in which this
programme can be carried out.

A very large proportion of the Republican
mem'.crs of Congress have called at the White
House since the special session convened, and
this has resulted in a better understanding be-
tween the President and members of his party
at the Capitol than is usual at the beginning of
a new Congress, and in the opinion of the
leaders will make for a harmonius and suec-
cessful session.

Altogether the .special sedsion s belleved by
the party leaders to have mat‘erially facilitated
that early adjournment of the regular session
deemed so impertant in view of the faet that
next year there will occur a Presidential cam
paign and election.

Almost as soon as the regular session con-
venes to-morrow at noon, the President will
send to the Senate the new Panama treaty, for
which the way will have been practically
cleared, and it is the firm belief of the Republi-
cans, that though a tedious debate must precede
its ratification such ratification will be duly ae-
complished long before there is felt that pressure
for time Incident to the closing hours of every
session.

National Committece Will Select the
Place This W eek.

Washington, Dec. 6.— The Nationa! Republican
Committeq will meet here on Friday at noemn,
and there is every prospect of an unusually fall
Out of
the tota! of fifty-one members, not more than
four or five proxies have thus for been filed with
the secretary. One of these is the proxy of
George Von L. Meyer, of Massachusetts, now
Ambassador to Rome, whose vote will be cast
by Henry Cabot Lodge, Senator from that State.

Present expectations are that the committee
will call on the President in a body Friday after-
noon and will not get down to serious business
before Saturday, though a session may be held
Friday evening. On Saturdav the hearing of
arguments by the representatives of these citles
desiring the Republican convention will begin.
To-night everything peints to Chicage as the
convention city, and June as the month in which
it will be held. Every member of the committee

now in Washington favors Chicago, and the
Hamilton Club of that ecity is trying hard e
establish prestige as a Republican club by secur-
ing the convention for the Windy City.

If Chicago is selected, the Auditorium Hetel,
which now consists of a collection of practically
three hotels under one management, will proba-
bly be selected as headquarters for the commit-
tee. It is within four squares of the convention
hall known as the Colosseum. thus obviating
the necessity of using streetcars or other means
of transportation between the hotel! and the
hall., A delegation of Chicago citizens will
reach here on Thursday. Representative Mann
has already opened the headquarters,

On the same day a delegation, composed of
a large number of the members of the Busi-
ness Men's Club, of St. Louls, will reach here.
and hopes to be able to land the convention for
the World's Fair city, though there is a
impression that the convenifon. added to the
fair. would overtax St. Louis hotel accommo-
dations.

Aside from the date and city for the com~
vention, little business is likely to be done by
the committee, though it is pessible that some
consideration will he given to the question of
representation of those States in which restric-
tions have been placed on the negro vote. Gen-
eral Bravton. of Rhode Tsiand. has sent a ecir-
cular letter dealing with this subject ta all the
members of the ¢ ittee. The members now
in Washington say that the question will prob-
ably be discussed, but that there is little Hkell-
heod of definite action.
