The continued
issuance of bulletins is regarded as superfluous,
the attendance of physicians is really no longer
necessary, and then- is not the slightest occa-
sion for concern.

GOT AWAY WITH 8100,000.

Regarding the postal frauds, he declares that exposure and punishment of
public corruption are an honor to a nation, not a disgrace, since the
shame lies in toleration, not in correction, and he urgently recom-
mends that the Attorney Iieneral be allowed, for the purpose of prose-
cuting this class of offenders as well as violators of the naturalization
and land grant laws, to use part of the $500,000 appropriated in Feb-
ruary. 1903, for enforcing the various federal trust and interstate com-
merce laws.

In connection with this the President urges the advisability of negotiating
treaties with foreign powers, making bribery an extraditable offence
until there exists "no place on earth where a corrupt man fleeing from
this country can rest in peace."

ARMY AND NAVY,
For the army, permanent camp sites suitable for military manoeuvres

in various sections of the country are declared desirable, and also "a
method of promotion from grade to grade in which the opinion ol the
higher officers of the service upon the candidates should be decisive
upon the standing and promotion of the latter." The President declares
that '"the only people who are contented with a system ol promotion
by mere seniority are those who are contented with the triumph of
mediocrity over excellence."

For the navy, a general start is recommended on lines similar to those of
the (ieneral Staff lately created for the army, and the President thinks
"there should be no cessation in adding to the effective units of the
fighting strength of the fleet."

The establishment of a naval base at Sobtg Bay. in the Philippines, is ad-
vised, and the condition of the islanders is so favorably reported that
the President says: "Xo one people ever benefited another people
more than we have benefited the Filipinos by taking possession of the
islands."

WORK FOR CONGRESS.
Congress is asked:

—
To consider granting to the Secretary of the Treasury

the same liberty to deposit customs receipts as is granted him in the
deposit of receipts from other sources; to appropriate a sum of money
sufficient to pay the expenses of the further labors ol the commission
appointed to issue a fixed .ate of exchange between gold standard
countries and silver standard countries; to appoint a commission for the
purpose of investigating what legislation is desirable for the develop-
ment of the American merchant marine and ocean mail service; to pro-
vide for the expenses ol commissioners to lav down the Alaska boun-
dary line in accordance with the decision of the majority of the recent
tribunal, and to enact remedial legislation for tne cotton boll weevil
menace.

MISC ELLASEOI \S\
It is pointed out that the surplus for the present fiscal year win be very

small, if indeed there be any at all. The need of strict economy is
pointed out. but qualified by the warning that "we cannot afford to be
parsimonious in providing for what is essential to our our, national
well being."

It is declared that the immigration service at New- York has been greatly
improved, "and the corruption and inefficiency which formerly ob-
tained there have been eradicated."

Satisfaction is expressed with the submission of the Venezuela dispute to
the Hague court of arbitration, with the progress of our claims
against the Turkish government, with our new commercial treaty with
China, with the reduced cost of our consular service, with the material
progress of Porto Rico, with the increased use of safety appliances on
railroads, with the work of the Pension Bureau and with the extension
of Civil Service rules.

PANAMA.
The President "submits to Congress" the treaty lot the building of an isth-

mian canal just entered into with the new Republic of Panama, declar-
ing that the question of the particular route to he chosen i> irrevocably
decided.

He maintains that the new treaty is better in it- terms than the treaties
offered to us by the Republics of Nicaragua and < losta Rica, and that by
it our interests are better safeguarded than in the treaty with Colombia.
which was ratified by the United States Senate, but was unanimoi
rejected by the Colombian Congress at a session in which "it does not
appear that the (Colombian) government made any real effort to
secure ratification" of the treaty which that government had itself
made.

Moreover, he maintains that the treaty was repudiated in such a manner "as
to make it evident by the time the Colombian Congress adjourned that
not the scantiest hope remained of ever getting a satisfactory treaty
from them."' though all the while the government which made the
treaty "had absolute control over the situation, but did not choose to
exercise this control." Evidence of duplicity is adduced.

The President reviews the relations of the United States to the question of
transit across the Isthmus of Panama from the year 1846, when this
government entered into a treaty with New-Granada, the predecessor
upon the isthmus of the Republic of Colombia and of the present Re-
public of Panama, and he reaches the conclusion that when Congress
in 1902 directed him to take the Panama route under treaty with
Colombia, "the essence of the condition, of course, referred not to the
government which controlled that route, but to the route itself; to the
territory across which the route lay. not to the name which for the
moment the territory bore on the map. The purpose of the law was
to authorize the President to make a treaty with the power in actual
control of the Isthmus of Panama."

This purpose has been fulfilled, he says, by treating with the new Republic
of Panama, because "the government of Colombia has ceased to own
any property in the isthmus."

Reasons for promptly recognizing the new Republic of Panama as such arc
set out at length. Emphasis is laid on the fact that in the last fifty-
seven years there have been fifty-three revolutions and violent at-
tempts at revolution on the isthmus, proving Colombia to be utterly
incapable of keeping order there, and the conclusion is drawn that, in
he interest of the commerce and traffic of the whole civilized world,

and in view of our obligations under the treaty of 1846 with Xew-
Granada to maintain uninterrupted transit across the isthmus at all
times, the government of the United States would have been guilty of
folly and weakness had it acted otherwise than it did when the revolu-
tion of November 3 last took place in Panama.

The President sent in the Canal Treaty yesterday to the Senate.
CORPORA TIONS.
The message opens with congratulations for the nation on what has been

accomplished in the direction of providing for the exercise of super-
vision over the great corporations and combinations of corporations
engaged in interstate commerce, by means of the Department of Com
merce and Labor and the Bureau of Corporations thereunder. He
declares that the work of this department has been conducted upon the
theory of securing fair treatment alike for capital and labor, asserts

that publicity can do no harm to the honest corporation, and adds sig-
nificantly that "we need not be oversensitive about the welfare of cor-
poration? which shrink from the light.'

Washington. Dec. 7— What was practically a

continuation of the extraordinary session of the
LVlllthCongress, although In reality, under a
constitutional provision, the beginning of the
regular session, was called to order at noon to-
day with an entire absence of the picturesque
scenes usually characteristic of the opening
day of a session. The Speaker and officers of
the House had been selected, and the wheels of
legislation had moved serenely, if intermit-
tently, since November it, when Congress as-
sembled at the call of the President.

At that time an avalanche of floral tributes
from admiring constituents greeted the legis-

lative veterans and newly elected members, and
the customary features that make the opening
day so interesting to the public, were enjoyed
to the utmost by the great crowds present. To-
day all was different. The galleries of both the
Senate and the House were only comfortably

filled by spectators, who looked down on the
quiet, uneventful scene with only a passing ln-
terrs*..
