them to stop work and hurry for the surface.
Th. men who were on the night shift told wildly

differing tales of the leak when they came out

from work early yesteniay. They had the tunnel
flooded anywhere from five to twenty feet deep,
arid finally one more Imaginative than the rest

had a general cave-In as having occurred.
