e Duke of Orleans has been expelled from Bel-
gium. I mentioned the other day that he had de-
rermined to establish his home at Bruseels and to
live in future there, surrounded by a little court of
his own, like Prince Victor Napoleon Bonaparte,
and 1 added that Leopold, who is his near relative,
the King having been a first cousin cof the duke’s
tather, had given his consent to the plan, by way
of getting even with the French government for
11« refuss] to espouse the cause of the Congo Free
State in the campaign which England has inaugu-
rated against the iatter in consequence of malad-
ministration and violation of treaty rights.

The Duke of Orleans, however, mede & resi-
Gence at Brussels the headguarters of such an
amount of active politica! intrigue against the
French government that the latter, which has nev
waken any exception to Prince Napoleon's liv
there, immediately presented very strongly worded
protests to the Belgian authorities, both through
the Belgian Legation at Parls and through the
French.envoy at Brussels. Indeed, they were of
such a nature that the Belgian government, with-
out any further hesitation or delay, ordered ths
Duke of Orleans to quite Belgian territory immed!-
ately, on the ground of having abused the hospi-
tality of the Belgian nativn by using its soli as the
basis of his ettacks on the friendly governmert of
France.

Prince Napoleon is, Itke the duke, a monarchical
pretenfier to the thron: of France, and, as such,
banished from the latter country. But, although
%e remains in touch with his partisans in France,
yet he does 20 in such an unobtrasive manner and
with =0 much tact that the French government has
never c¢ven hinted that his sojourn in Brussels is
disagreeshle to it, while the Belgian King and the
royal family are on the most friendly terms with
»im. tresting him, indeed. as one of their family
circle, and fuviting him to all important entertaln-
ments and state functions.

The Duke of Orleans. on the other hand. has as
gittle tact es his father. the late Count of Paris,
wrho @id not hesitate while staying with Queen
Victoria &t Windsor Castle to issue a political
manifesto violently attacking the French govern-
ment, and not merely dating it from Windsor
Castle, but actually writing it on Queen Victoria's
notepaper, the facsimile of the pretender’s letter,
©of course, conveying the impression to most people
in France that it had been written with the ap-
proval of the British sovereizn.

The Duke of Orleans is merely tolerated in Eng-
Jand, where he has not yet recovered the member-
ship of the clubs to which he formerly belonged,
end from which he was expelled In consequence of
the indignity which he offered to Queen Victoria
éuring the Boer war, while the Emperor of Austria
and the King of Italy have each of them declined
to permit him to establish his permanent abode on
their sofl, Insisting, moreover, that during his briet
eojourns there as 2 visitor he should not abuse their
hospitality by indulging in &ny politicel intrigue
sguinst the French government. In fact, nobody
weants the duke. He is welcome nowhere and a
wanderer on the face of the earth, thanks entirely
to his own behavior.

England's future Queen has always been noted
for her common sense and for her strength of
mind, and, in connection therewith, it is interest-
ing to note the determined stand which she has
taken in the matter of bazaars and fairs. She ab-
solutely refuses to open or inaugurate any of these

Melba and the Boston Orchestra.

The Boston Symphony Orchestra, under its con-
ductor, Wilhelm Gericks, is paying the second visit
of this scason 1o the metropolis this week, and last
night gave the first of the three concerts which are
to enliven the boroughs of Manhattan and Brook-
Iyn in Carnegie Hall. With the fine body of artists
came Mme. Melba, who next week will conclude a
tour of the country with a concert here that was
not contemplated when her manager laid out his
plans some monthe ago. That the singer has many
admirers in New-York has long been known, as
was made manifest by
| concert. She sang her airs in a crowded audience
| room and carried off the laurel wreath of a popular
| success which was only partly deserved from an
! artistic point of view. But touching that some-
thing shall be sald presently. Proper precedence
having been given to the lady in the record, a mat-
ter of greater importance may have consideration.

Mr. Gericke opened the concert with a symphony
in D minor by Ernst von Dohnanyi, the young
Hungarian muslelan who visited us three years
#ge, and introduced himself most favorably both
as pianist and composer. His planoforte concerto
and qguintet were beautiful auguries of the dawn-
ing of a creative talent of & rare order, and put
a keen edge on the expectations aroused by the
announcement of his symphony. Those expecta-
tions were not fully realized. The work is laid out
on larger lines. It has five movements, an inter-
mezzo being Introduced between the slow move-
ment and the finale. It is the most sententious
and best knit movement of the five, probably be-
cause the composer did not feel burdened by the
need of elaborating its material to give it sym-
ph dimensions,

A sense of such an obligation rests like an in-
cubus upon the other movements, especially the
first, which is a compages of fragments, each ex-
ploiting a conceit in rhythmical or other treat-
ment, which has little relationship with either its
predecessor or successor. The effect upon an
analytic listener was that of a series of abrupt
changes and a lack of logical development. The
instrumentation sounded crude and experimental,
though quickened occasionally by a happy choice
of tone colors, &s in the English horn's song in the
slow movemest. There was an ldee =zlso In the
Scherzo, but it soundad touselled in the proclama-
tiou until the Trio was reached, when the Lisztian
voice spoke sc plainly that it was no wonder that
Mr. Gericke dropped *“Die Idcale” out of his

He was promoted to commander on July 25, 1868,
and he commanded the Jamestown and the receiv-
ing ship Independence, in turn. on the Pacific.
Under his commission as captain, issued on Novem-
ber 8 1874, he commanded the Lancaster, as flag-
ship of the European Squadron, and was present at
the bombardment of Alexandria. Ten vears after
his promotion to captain he recelved his commis-")
slon as commodore, and after a_ year's service on
the Promotion Examining Board he was detailed
as governor of the Naval Asylum at Philadelphia.
He was made rear admiral on August 26, 1887, and
after nearly two yvears' service as commandant of
the New-York Navy Yard he succeeded to the
command of the North Atlantic Squadron, relieving
Rear Admiral 8. B, Luce upon his retirement on
February 7, 1880. He was present at the abdication
of Legitime and the capture of Port-au-Prince by
Hippolyte, and was instrumental in restoring peace
and order in Hayti.

Shortly after the close of that episode came the
threatened war with Chili, The admiral was then
at Barbados with his flagship, the Philadelphia,
and the gunboat Concord. He was instructed to
assemble the vessels of his command at Monte-
video and fo hold them In readinessg at that point.
Tre Philadelphia and the Concord made a quick
nassage to Montevideo and were joined by the Chi-
cago, the Bennington and the Atlanta. On the
Pacific =ide, the Baltimore. the San Francisco, the
Charleston and the Yorktown were held in readiness
to co-operate with the Atlantic Sguadron. The war
cloud passed and the admiral, was recalled and
directed to proceed overland to San Francisco and
to bring to this port the ships of the Pacific Squad-
ron. which were ordered to be present at the naval
review.

A joint meeting of committees of the general as-
sembly of the Presbyterian Church ard the com-
mittee of the General Synod of the Reformed Pres-
byterian Church was held In the afternoon to con-
sider the terms of union between the two churches.
Dr. Roberts said at the close of the meeting:

It seems feasible to consolidate all those churches
of the Westminster Confession into one body, and
the Reformed Dutch and German churches into an-
other body. We can hardly hope that these two
greater bodies thus forme will consolidate into
one, but we think it is practical to form a federa-

tion.

ARMY AND NAVY NEWS

[FROM THE TRIBUNT BUREAC.]
Washington. December 10.

WAR COLLEGE BUILDING STOPS.—Secretary
Root has been compelled to order the suspension
of operations on the new Army War College build-
ing until Congress decides whether to add $300,000
to the present appropriation of 340,000, which is
found altogether inadequate to complets the struc-
ture on the present plans. Increased cost of labor
and materials is responsible for the abandonment
of the work soon after the foundations have been
completed, =azlthough the building is urgently
needed. In making the effort to secure an increased
limit of cost to provide a home worthy of the
great institution for higher military education in
the army, the fact that the United States has ac-
cepted the statue of Frederick the Great and de-
eided to place it in the War College grounds re-
ceived due consideration. It was thought probable
that from time to time It might be desirable to
erect statues of other military leaders, including
those of this country. The question of properiy
locating the statue or statues with reference to the
buflding therefare had to be considered. The plan
finally adopted provides pedestals for six statues
along the terrace which forms a part of the ap-
proaches to the building and also a part of the
road and sidewalk system of the reservation. It
was thought that the erection of statues’ of such
men as Frederick the Great, whose genius has
marked epochs in the history of military art, in
front of the War College building would be pe-
cuilarly appropriate.

PLANS FOR MEDITERRANEAN FLEET.—Ur-

less the State Department receives further advices |
from Consul Davis, who had troubia with the po-

lica of Alexandretta, Asiatlc Turkey, which would
place the affair in a more serifous light, it Is not
the intention of the Navy Department to send a ves-
sel to that port. The Mediterranean fleet at Beirut
is now under orders to proceed with its target
practice, as originally planned, but the movement
of the ideet toward the West Indies is 1o be de-
ferred for a brief period.
