In schoolboy politics—is pongently enforced.
A book also dealing with school life is "God-
frey Marten, Schoolboy" (G. P. Putnam's Sons),
by Charles Turley. This is a reprint of one of
the cleverest and most accurate and significant
studies of public school life ia England. Godfrey
is a good fellow, mischievous enough, but thor-
oughly honorable. Mr. Turley has reproduced
to perfection the schoolboy tone and turn of
mird. In "Weatherby's Inning (D. Appleton
& Co.) Mr. Ralph H. Barbour gives us a stim-
ulating story of college life and baseball. There
is fun in It—but there is also sound, manly
sense.

Warner's "West Point Colors" (Fleming H. Re-
veil Company). It narrates the experiences of
a cadet at West Point In a most ladylike and
kindlymanner.

Paul dv Challlu is no more, but he has left to
the boys who have blissfully read his stories,
year after year, one more book of reminiscence.
This is "InAfrican Forest and Jungle" (Charles
Scribner's Sons>

a book of queer and amusing

stories of life among savages and wild animals.
Most of the savages described by Dv Chailiu
were, so far as he was concerned, exceedingly
gentle ones. He was a pleasant soul, who wished
well to man and beast, and his books are as
pleasant as was their writer.

Mr. W. C. Sprague has prepared and the A.
Wessels Company publish "Napoleon Bona-
parte: A History Written for Boys." The work
is done in a way to attract and hold the boy
reader. "Daniel Webster for Young Ameri-
cans" (Little, Brown & Co.) Is the title of a
volume containing the principal speeches of tha
Massachusetts statesman, with an introduction
and nous by Professor Charles F. Richardson.
Mr. E. P. Whipple's essay on Webster as a
master of English style is 'included in the vol-
ume, which is further enlarged by the addi-
tion of the text of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, the Constitution of the United States
and Washington's Farewell Address. The Cen-
tury Company brings out a new edition of Mr.
Cleveland Mcffett's "Careers cf Danger and
Daring." a book which portrays with unction
the difficult tasks in life of such workmen as
the locomotive engineer, the steeple climber
&nd the wild beast tamer. It holds many a
thrilling anecdote of heroism.

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We meet Scott again in Mr. William O. Stod-
dard's "Ahead of the Army" (Lothrop Publish-
ing Company). The boy whose sensational ex-
periences in Mexico ht-lp to make up the mate-

rial of the book acts as a scout for the American
general's army and incidentally as a peg upon
which to hang more or less instructive history.

Another holiday book from Mr. Stoddard's pen
is entitled "The Spy of Yurktown" (D. Appleton
& Oo.) This is a story of the close of the Revo-
lution, and the resolute young American who,
while a prisoner of war. secures for Washington

some priceless dispatches and correspondence of
the British generals is a hero of the right sort.
