An Indignation Meeting to Protest
Against Present System.

The Woman's Health Protective Association of
Brooklyn is contemplating an indignation meeting
to protest against thf- present state of public edu-
cation. The sabjeot trap raised yesterday morn-
'-rg by Mrs. James H. Hart, who had be»n com-
missioned by the society to investigate the sub-
ject, and who expressed herself with great emphasis
regarding what she considers to be crying abuses.

"It is a pity." saul Mrs. Hart, "that the money
given to public education could not be properly ap-
plied. The children an diverted rather than
taught. Then is no repose in the schoolroom. Th»
teachers are Art* to their wits' ends, and. while
the children are. taught a lot of useless things, es-
sentials are being neglected."

'Me and hlm's in the seventh grammar grade."
\u25a0\u25a0M a small bay the other day in response to an
Inquiry us to his position in school.

'No.' said his companion, thinking to Improve on
the English, •Him and me.'

"After eight or nine years of education of this
kind, boys have to go to night school to make up
for the time wasted in non^er.s-. This is made
compulsory by law. and 'h<\v have to go up to the
age of sixteen, no matter how tired they are."

LUDICROUS ART.
Mrs. Hart criticised the art taught in the public

schools with particular severity. The. time given
to the subject was insufficient, she said, to effect
any desirable result. the fathers were- not Quali-
fied to teach it and the majority of the pu;>i!fi
were not likely ever to have the slightest need for
such training. And In proof of these assertions she
produced a collection of ... Cone InPub-
lic Schools Nos. Z2 and !T, and exhibited it with a
running fire of sarcastic comment.

think Hiawatha would ri» from the dead if he
could see it.
