At one time playwrights haunted the offices of
managers wno sent melodramas on the road. Now
two or three men write most of the melodramas,
and the amateur playwrights have been forced to
turn their attention to other fields.

Eince the establishment of the stock company
eystem in New-York they have been besieging the
managers of these theatres, making the Proctor
houses their first point of attack, since to have a
play put on here means a run of four weeks, any-
way.

J. Austin Fynes, Mr. Proctor's general manager,
smiled sadly when he was asked {f there were not
humorous incidents connected with the one
ught of these embryo dramatic authors,

“To the outsider,"” he commented, *“‘there s nothe

{ Ing but humor in the majority of the applications,

Personally, I admit that I fail to perceive the sawe
ing grace of humor until it is too late. As a matter
of fact, I am seriously of the opinion that to the
familiar quotation, ‘Oh, that mine enemy might
write a book!’ should be appended, ‘and not a play.’
In that case the publisher, and not the managen,
would be the sufferer.

“The FProctor theatres require a weekly change
of bill, and we should be glad to offer an origina)
play occasionally, though the greater appeal is exe
erted by standard modern plays and the revival of
old comedy.

“In spite of this we have from three to five appil.
cations a week from people who declare that they
have written a modern masterplece.

“Easily the oddest experience was with an old
woman who in some manner learned that my office

Ideal Weather Enjoyec
Work to Beautify City.

Atlantie City, Dec. 12 (Special).—The claims of
Atlantic City as an ldeal winter resort are not only
being vindicated, but allowed by a constantly 1r.1-
creasing patronage. Heretofore the hotel n 'r.n a
always counted on dull times betwen ThuzzkisA\'ir{g
and the close of the Christmas holidays. but this
year is proving an exception to that rule. In the
last few days there has been a surprising_ly large
number of arrivals, especlally from New-York and
the South. At three of the more popuiar beach
front hotels the exchanges have almost 2 mid-
summer appearance, and the boardwalk Is gay
with throngs of richly dressed women and men of
leisure. The weather undoubtedly has had a large
infiuence on this Influx of visitors. With the ex--
ception of a few hours of rain on Wednesday, it
has remained gloricus with sunshine and crisp, dry
alr, inviting to exercise and sport. The latter, b:.;
the way, has drawn scores of devotees. The golf
links at the Country Club have never been S0 pop-
ular in the winter time, and they share the patron-
age with the fishing banks and the gunning flelds.
A party of New-York gunners went out for birds
early in the week, and, without going ten miles
from their hotel, returned with bags containing
over forty quail and nearly as many rabbits. They
declared that this beat the sport in both \'1ndf:1u
and North Carolina, where they have been going
for saveral years. Many persons have also been
atiracied to the codfishing banks, from five to ten
miles off shore, where the fleet this year is un-
usually large and unprecedentedly successful. The
Aeet is visited daily by the yachts with pleasure
partles on board. John Bogsgs, private secretary
to Governor White of West Virginia, who has
been here for some time, concluded to take a close
view of the fishing the other day and went to the
banks in a small open hoat.

Mr. Fralinger has now offered
to turn the structure over to the city for use as a
public sun parlor, and his example has been fol-
lowed by several other owners of smaller pavilions.
This generous offer has been accepted by the au-
thoritles, and they will be inclosed In glass and
heated by the city. The movement for the City
Beautiful, by the way, Is making great strides. It
was at first limited to tree planting and the decora-
tion of lawns with flowers and shrubbery, but has
now extended to larger works. The city has de-
cided to buy a large tract of land at the Inlet for
park purposes, and has also taken an option on
another tract in Chelsea. The former property will
cost $175.000. Four years ago the same property
was bought for $40,000. This rapld appreciation In

chases before the land values become absolutely
prohibitive, as they now are in the central part of
the city.
