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MATHEMATICS AND WOMAN'S AGE.

Th's simpie mathematical gueltlon has conquered
the students at Harvard University, and is now
exci'ing those of New-York City and Philadeiphia,
Ali New-England s struggling in its comprehensive
grasp. Pencll and slate lacteries in that section
are experiencing & period of prosperity never before
krown. The problem, as will be seen at a glance,
is a simple one, but no one has yet been found so
ungallant or so skilled In mathematics as to give
the correct answer. There is a certaln air of plau-
sibllity about the statement that “Mary s twice as
old a3 Ann was."” Mary being twenty-four, it fol-
lows that Ann was twelve. But—hew old is Ann?

Without attempting to lead its readers eliher tow-
ard the goal or astray., “The Times-Democrat
merely remarks that a woman's age is not always
determinable mathematically. Many women born
in 1356 are not abeve twenty-seven at the pnung
day, while those born at a later perfod are thirty
or more. But these latter being married. there is
necessarily a difference. However, the problem is
