woman ran up a bill of $27 50 In two days, which
included charges for wine, room, etc.

According to the story, the young woman went to
various stores and ordered goods to the value of
£1,000. which were not to be delivered until 12 or 1
o'clock yesterday. It is alleged that one order was
made through Samuel Kohler, of Voorhees-ave.,
3he.-pshead Bay. who describes himself as an
agent. Kohler was arrested last night and lucked
up as a tuspicloua person. He says be has been
merely an agent in the matter. When arrested
Kohler had nineteen pawntlckets In bis posses-
slon. railing in amount from ji to $15. Later, bis
wife, who went to the West Thirtleth-st. station.
explained that their presence was duo to the factthat times had not b*en koo.i with them and thatthey had to pawn various articles for necessariesKohler a.so had some of the goods which hadbeen ordered from one company. He explained theirpresence by saying that Miss Strong had asked
him to Ret them changed for her.

UNABLE TO PAY FOR GOODS, ITIS SAID

Feared That Drivers' Strike Will
Cause Epidemic in Chicago.

Chicago. De \ I?.—Undertakers' wagons and
streetcars were used to convey the dead to the
cemeteries to-day. In nearly every instance the
funerals were watched by union pickets to Fee that
no livery carriages formed part of the funeral pro-

The most prominent funeral of the day
was that of Judge Jonas Hutchlnson. for fifteen
years on the bench of the Superior Court. The
body of Judge Hutchin?on was taken to Oakwoods
Cemetery in an undertaker's wagon, while the pri-
vate carriages of his personal friends were used
for the pallbearers and Immediate friends of the
family.

Police protection against strikers for funeral pro-
cessions on their way to the cemeteries was de-
manded or Police Chief O'Neill this evening by a
committee from the joint livery association, and
was promptly promised by the chief. He ordered
the police inspectors to afford every protection in
Their power, but refused to allow the officers to
be seated on or drive the vehicles bearing the
bodies.

•This interference with the burial of the dead i^
the meanest bit of business the police have had
to co]* with.-to my knowledge. 1 the chief said
"Ido not know how the thing could be carriedany further."

No attack has yet been made on ambulance*louring the sick, but the undertakers express fears
that such will soon take place. Chairman Perrigo
said that teamsters had threatened to drive the
notes of their trucks through ambulances, but so
far they hay« not done so. Particularly in caw -
of death from diphtheria and scarlet fever. In
which burial must occur within :w»nty-four hoursor before dark of the day following- death the
strike is expected to have grave results. Inter-
ference with burials of such bodies might suit in
the spreading of epidemics.

USE CARS FOR FUNERALS.

Homicide Charge Brought Against
Friend.

George Rice, of Xo. 300 East Twenty-eighth-

st., died at the Bellevue Hospital late last even-
ing from injuries received in a quarrel on No-
\ ember 3 with James Casey, both being em-
ployed at the time as porters in the New Am-
\u25a0tcrdam Hotel, at Fonrth-ave. and Twenty-flrst-
rt. Rlm sustained a fractured jaw and other
injuries in the fight, and had been in the hos-
pital afnoe, but was thought to be recovering
up to five days ago. when he lapsed into a
comatose state and steadily failed to the end.

After their quarrel and before any complaint
\u25a0raa made againft Casey he called at I-tellevue
to inquire ufter Kice's condition, and both men
talked freeiy, so that it was supposed that they
had made up their differences.
