GAMBLED IN STOCKS, TOO.

Laing Won 810,000 on Consolidated
- Exchange—Suicide, Family Thinks.

No trace had been found up to last night of
John H. Laing, the young clerk to whose alleged
defalcation the cotton and stock commission
. firm of Laighton & Foulke, of No. 8 Willlam-
| st.,, ascribe their business embarrassment. At
his house, No. 624 East One-hundred-and-thirty-
fifth-st., members of the family said that it was
their belief that Laing had taken his life. Act-
ing on that theory, friends of the family are
making a search for the body.

The examination of the books and accounts
has not been completed, but has gone far
enough to warrant the belief that the early es-
! timates of $100,000 to $200,000 as the losses
sustained by the firm through Laing’'s opera-
tions on the short side in the cotton market are
a good deal too large, and that the correct sum
will prove to be something between §10,000 and
| $75,000.

It has been found that Laing operated in
stocks as well as in cotton, instructing the firm's
representative on the floor of the Consolidated
Exchange to buy or sell securities, just as he
was in the habit of telephoning to Mr. Laigh-
ton at the Cotton Exchange to make the short
sales which he carried in dummy accounts on
the firm’s books. He was more successful in
i stock speculation than in his cotton ventures,
however, his operations on the Consolidated Ex-
change showing, as far as the examination of
the acounts has gone, a profit of about $10.000.

It is confidently expected that Laighton &
Foulke will be able before long to resume busi-
ness. They have been advised not to ask for a
receiver or make an assignment. There is much
sympathy for the firm on the exchange, and
members with whom accounts were had in trad-
ing are disposed to assist the rehabilitation of
the firm in every possible way.

“This i§ a case,” said one, “where a good
name, which has been earned by years of honest
| business, is in reality an asset. The firm evere
| known to do a purely commission business, and
to have refrained from speculation of any kind.
Their credit has not been destroved by this
trouble."”

The missing emplme it was said on the Cot-
ton Exchange yesterday, was much under the
influence of a woman, and it is believed that he
was carrying an account for her. He was to
have been taken into the firm within a short
time, and it is gencrally believed that he hoped
to win largely by a fall in cotton.
