VANDEELBILTDEFENDS HIS COACHMAH.

THE REV. DR. BROOKE HERFORD.
Boston, Dec S.— The death In England of the

Rev. Dr. Brooke Herford. a distinguished Uni-
tarian clergyman and writer and former pastor

of tho Arlington Street Church, In this city, was
announced here to-day. Dr. Herford was one of
the best known author-clergymen in this country
and abroad. He was bora in Manchester, England,
In 1530, and was trained for a business career. He
was drawn toward the ministry, however, and at-
tended Alancuestcr New College. His nrst pastor-
ates were in ti.e country districts of England. In
1373 Dr. Herford came to America, and a year later
ho became pastor of the Cnurch of the Messiah.
in Chicago. In l&£ he came to Boston as pastor
of the Arlington Street Church. Later he resigned
to accept a call to the Ko&»i>n HillCaapei. Lon-
don.

Odell this afu-rnoon. The question of educational
.-.ion was . I:is known that the

Governor is opj osed to any proposition that
amends the constitution and interferes with the
present Board of Regents and the life tenure of
its members.

The committee will hold another meeting to-
morrow.

Mr. Skinner handed to-day another statement
to the committee, saying that he favored the

enactment of the Waiter L. Brown bill of last
winter, giving the State Department of Public
Instruction control of all tax supported schools.
Ifthat plan was Impossible of accomplishirieat,
then he favored the Elon R. Brown bill, plro-
viding for a State board of education, to replace

the Regents, who shall have the appointment of
a superintendent of Instruction. Should this
proposition also fail, Mr. Skinner said he w&uld
support the bill introduce'! l>y Senator "White

in 19<X\ which provides for a commissioner of
education, to carry out all the laws relating to
public education.

Mr.Parsons answers at length all ofMr. Skin-
ner's many references to the statutes. Charles
A. Gardiner, of New-York, chairman of the Re-
gents" law committee, concurs in the views of
Mr. Parsons in all Questions Involving the ln-
terpretp.tion of the statutes.

The action which the superintendent thus pro-
poses would destroy the strength of the Regents
as an effective educational force. The original
charter of the university authorized the P^est-nta
to found schools and colleges in such part of
this State as may seem expedient to them, every
such school being at all times to be deemed a
part of the university and as such subject to the
control and direction of the said Regents.

From the beginning the supervision of courses
of education in high schools, academies and aca-
demic departments has been as it is to-day, the
chief function of the Regents, the heart of their
work, tho foundation on which the whole system
of higher, professional and technical education
rests. They do not believe that the legislature
will sanction the change proposed by Mr. Skin-
ner in the efficient supervision under which the
extraordinary development of our secondary
schools has been attained.

Chapter 1081. 4. lines 8-0, of the lawa of 1595.
should be amended by substituting the Regents
of the University lor the Superintendent of Pub-
lic Instruction in approval of courses of acad-
emic education in high schools, academic de-
partments, academies and higher institutions.
The act for the payment of the tuition of non-
resident students should aipo be amended by
vesting its administration solely with the Re-
gents. These are the two acts which have pro-
duced unnecessary duplication of work and con-
sequent friction. The suggested amendment*
would establish a clear line of demarcation be-
tween the work of the two State departments of
education.

Superintendent Eldnner had contended that
the repeal of that section of the Union Free
School law which makes courses of education In
academic departments of union free schools sub-
ject to the regulations of the Regents would at
once restore harmony. To this Mr. Parsons re-
plies:

A more available location would have
been QaUT«sfoo or San Antonio, Tex., or N«w-Or-
lear.s Oklahoma City is not known to have any
military Importance, and, as one critic said to-day.
Its stragetic value has been discovered only by the
General Staff.

TANGLED ARMY LAW.— The Department of
Justice is wrestling in a hopeless sort of way with
the laws of the United States relating to the army.
The more the subject Is considered by the special
committee of lawyers at work on a revision of
th© statutes the greater appears the difficulty of
adjusting matters without recourse to further legis-

lation. Just now the subject under discussion is
that of army pay, which it la found in many

cases is fixed by assimilation. A sergeant major of
cavalry, for instance, is to receive the pay of a
sergeant major of infantry and artillery, so that
it la necessary to look up two laws to find out

what might as well be set forth In one. Another
example is that of the pay of the regimental staff.
The act of February 2, 1901, provides that captains
or first lieutenants may be detailed as regimental
adjutants, quartermasters and commissaries. A
general order requires that captains only shall be
detailed for such service. The Controller of theTreasury has decided that staff officers are en-
titled to mounted pay. By thi3 'devious route the
Pay department reaches the conclusion that offi-
cers serving on the regimental staff have the pay
of captains, mounted, which Is no doubt correct,
but to arrive at the result it is necessary to con-
sult a statute, a general order and a decision by
the Controller. Section 9 of the Act of March 3,

1533. provides that "the cooks authorized by this
net shall receive the pay and allowances of in-
fantry." But cooks of engineers and the signal
corps are not authorized by the act mentioned.
To ascertain their compensation it is neesssary to
s*o back to the Act of July 7, 1898. which provides
that "a cook shall •receive the pay of a corporal
JJf the arm of the service to which he belongs."
This has been F'jper«^tl<*d as to other cooks, out
must be invoked to determine the pay of those of
the corps referred to.

INCREASED PAT REFUSED. -The United
States Supreme Court to-<lny affirmed the decision
of the Court of Claims refusing to grant Increased
Pay to Ulysses S. C!. White, a civil engineer in the
navy, under tho Navy Personnel act of 1899. Mr.
White was appointed In 18S7. He contended that
he had reached the maximum rate of pay in the
army by reason of five years' service before enter-
ing the navy, and that he was entitled to a higher
rate for the time of his entire naval service. The
court held otherwise, however, on the ground that
the operation of the law is prospective and not
retrospective. This was a test case.

THE HELENA AT NEW-CrTWANO.— Navy
Department Is advised of the arrival of the gun-
boat Helena at New-Chwang, China, where she
has gone into a mud dock for the winter. For
some time the Department was without advices
from the Helena, although she had orders to pro-
ceed to her present station. Th« report of her
commander contains no news bearing on th» situa-
tion In Manchuria.

His
influence as a lawyer helped gain the legislation
by which the women teaoners receive hisher sala-
ries. It is expected that many of the teachers
willbe able to attend Mr. Coudert's funeral at St.
Patrick's Cathedral at 1)0 a. m. to-day. In honor
of his numory the flag will be at halimast to-duy
on the Board of Education Building, by order of
President Rogers.
