ORDERS ISSUED.— Tho following army and. navy
orders have been Issued:

GENERAL BURTON'S INSPECTION.—Inspector
General Burton of tho army has made a report on
the Inspection conducted by himself of the several
branches of the national homes for disabled volun-
teer soldiers. He says that from observation he
Is convinced nothing is left undone that could
minister to the wants of these wards of the na-
tion. He found food in abundance and of good qual-
ity; the discipline maintained was very good. It
occurred to him at the end of his Journey, he
says, that it would be largely in the Interest of
the general good should tlio governor of each
branch be ordered to visit and Inspect the other
branches. This need not necessarily be accom-
plished inone year, but might consume several sea-
sons to make the round. From his own experi-
ence as an army Inspector he believes that great
good may be obtained from visiting and observing
methods pursued by others. Another observation
that struck him with force is that the time has
arrived when in his judgment civilian help should
be hired for the work In tha offices, dining room,
kitchens, storehouses and shops. The old soldiers
are. as a rule, entirely too old to perform con-
tinuous labor. One of the points visited fc>' Gen-
eral Burton was the new mountain home In Wash-
ington County. Term. He found that the veterans
at other places were anxious to be transferred to
the new inetltution, there being an impression
among the old soldiers that the Tennessee home
Is a cure-all for rheumatism airi most other a<:he9
and pains. A conversation with the surgeon led
General Burton to believe that this is a mistake.
In fact, the surgeon reports the clinjatic conditions
there are anything but favorable to the ameliora-
tion of rheumatism and catari hal troubles. General
Burton found that the principal infractions of dis-
cipline among the veterans were drunkenness,
bringing Inioxicatlng liquors Into the grounds, dis-
orderly conduct In the quarters or on tha grounds
and absence without leave.

TURBINES FOR WARSHIPS.— The speciaj
board of naval engineers which for the last six
months lias been preparing plans for the applica-
tion of the turbine system of propulsion to one ot
the United States warships has practically com-
pleted Its work. A long series of experiments con-
ducted by some of the great private corporations
using: turbines for electrical purposes, the condi-
tions being prescribed by the naval experts, has
resulted In trie design of a turbine of reasonable
proportions that seems admirably adapted to naval
needs. It Is only about twelve feet over all In
height and about the same In length, and the
rapidity of revolution has been brought down to
two hundred and fifty a minute, an object toward
v.hich all designers for the last few years have
t>een striving. Itis intended to place two or three
of these turbines, aggregating 10.0 horsepower, on
one or perhaps both of the two new seoJt ships of
1.200 tons displacement which Congress Is to be
asked to authorize at the present session. It is
estimated that the new boats will make at least
twenty-three knots an hour, although the naval
engineers are hopeful they will reach twenty-live
knots.
