performance, It always worked finely, and I
never saw any trouble with it before. It was
rigged with wire cables, with which the curtain
was suspended There were four of them, each
three-eighths of an inch thick. At the north of
the stage the four were joined to a two-inch
manila rope. Cables similar to those supporting
the curtaln ran along its edge, four feet either
side of the arch. I don't know why the curtaln
stuck. It !s very heavy, and seemed asbestos all

! through.”

James J. Hamilton, a scene shifter, said that
he was {n the stage hands’ room below the
stage when some one came downstairs, saying,
“Come upstairs, quickly; there's a fire up there.”

SANG WITH SPARKS FALLING ON THEM.

“When I reached the stage,” said Hamilton,
“the fire curtain was coming down very slowly.
I stepped under it and joined others in urging
the audience to keep quiet. The curtain should
have dropped quickly, and I was surprised to
see it stick. I stayed on the stage until my
clothing was scorched. When 1 first came up
the orchestra was playlng and the double oc-
tet wad singing, with sparks falling all around
them. Not a musician or player moved until it
was a matter of life or death.”

Twenty men arrested in connection with the
tragedy were arraigned before Justice Caverly
in the Harrison Street police court to-day on a
charge of manslaughter. Five of them were
members of the chorus of the “Mr. Blue Beard"”
confpany. and were defended by an attorney.

$100,000. WORTH OF JEWELRY LOST,

From the large number of complaints recelved
of the loss of personal effects from the bodies of
the fire victims, coroners’ office clerks estimate
that $100,000 worth of diamonds, watches, jew-

| elry, furs and other personal property was lost

in the fire, Many of the victims had money In
their possession which could not be found when
the bodles were examined at the morgues. Much
of the property of vaiue was undoubtedly lost,
but a large amount may have been stoien by
ghouls.

The excitement at the scene of the fire made
it Impossible systematlcally to superintend the
removal of the hodles, and one hundred or more
volunteers assisted the police and firemen. Hun-
dreds of the bodies were carried away in trucks
and express wagons, and there was no way of
preventing persons from searching the victims
and taking their valuables. The largest amount
of currency recovered was $405, found pinned to
the garments of a woman.

Street Cleaning Superintendent Solon and a
force of men went to the theatre to-day with
instructions to clean it thoroughly. The men
examined every scrap for jewels and trinkets.
The order to do so was issued after City Cus-
toifan Dewitt C. Cregier had found a diamond
pin valued at $300. Mr. Cregier added the gem
to the collection displayed for purpose= of jdent!-
fication.

The
commission will begin itz work on Monday.

ONLY FOUR FIREPROOF.

So Insurance Men Hold of Brook-
lyn Theatres.

Accordi:g to figures furnished by the Fire In-
surance Excharge of New-York City, the Insur-
anca rates on almost all the Brooklyn theatres
are exceedingly high. The following list shows
that there are only four theatres in Brooklyn that,
according to the standards of i{nsurance men, are

fireproof. The list is:

Boston, Jan. 2.—The asbestos curtaln at the Iro-
quois Theatre, Chicago, which was manufactured’
in this clty, was declared to-day by the secretary
of the manufacturing firm to have been made of
the best grade of asbestos cloth. The secretary
sald:

The curtain was made by our firm out of com-
mercially pure asbestos, and It was accepted and
)assed by the Fire Commissioners of Chlcago. It
s not a surprise to us that the curtain was com-
pletely - destroyed, in view of the expiosion which |
vecurred.

The curtain at the lroquois was made |
without the wire Insertion, which is added to give |
additional strength. ‘The wire curtains, however, |
are no more fireprocf than those without the wire,
for the quality of asbestos used !s the same in both
types of curtain.

FIRE IN BERLIN THEATRE.

Damage Slight and Audience Not Alarmed
—Precautions To Be Taken.

Berlin, Jan. 2.—A fire caused by a short cir-
cuited electric wire started last night in the
cloakroom of the new Royal Theatre while a
performance of “A Midsummer Night's Dream"

was going on. A fireman stationed at the the-
atre digcovered the flames and put them out
without the audience being alarmed.

The Royal Opera House is the only theatre in
the city not regarded as safe. The Chicago dis-
aster will probably hasten its reconstruction,
which has long been considered. The President
of Police, the Fire Chief and several rex-
perts went over the opera house to-day ex-
amining the electric iighting, the stage arrange-
ments and the working condition of the asbestos
curtain, with the object of reporting to Emperor
William the present condition of the opera house
and what changes are needed for its safety,

THEATRES WEAK POINTS.

Possible Dangers—DManagers Com-
ply with the Laws.

Although all the theatres In this city comply
with the laws regarding fire precautions, there are
many which, because of their age and peculiar
corstruction, have been freely criticised since the
Chicago fire. The Bulldings Code which was
edopted In 1901 contains a clause, which was
characterized by Fire Commissioner Sturgis as
“gignificant,” which says: “Nothing herein con-
talned shall be construed to authorize or require
any other alterations to theatres existing prior to
June 9, 1855, than are specified in this section.”
That section relates to the alsles and stairways,
halls and doors.

The chlef danger in any theatre accident. all the
managers aémit. is from panic, so the question of
exits is the most important part of the fire pre-
cautions. It is In this respect that many of the
older theatres have been criticised. Their stalr-
ways are full of turms, It is sald. To theatres !n
the middie of a block there is objection.

The Casino's main entrance, from Thirty-ninth-
st., requires three right angled turns after one is |
inside the lobby. The stairway, to be sure, is'
broad. ten or twelve feet wide. At each landing,
too, thers is an exit with a fire escape, so that ;|
instead of keeping on down the winding stalrs, one |
could go stralght ahead down the fire escape. |
Mr. Kingsbury, of the Casino staff, said he thought |
the theatrs was unusually safe, having exits to two
sireets, with mary fire escapes, and plenty of stalr |
room. The windiag staire had never caused any
difeulty, ard he thought they never would.

The Princess Theatre is another one where it iy
necessary to mount a ..ght of steps to get into
the orchestra of the house. It is an old house.
The balcony entrance turns off to the left from
the steps which continue up to the orchestra,
which in case of hurried emptying of the theatre
would throw two streams of people into one rignt
at the entrance to the orchestra, at the head of
a fight of six or elght steps. J. W. Jacobs, of
the Schubert management, sald, however, that
everything posstble was done to insure the safety
of the patrons. Flre escapes wers provided lead-
ing from the balcony over to the roofs of nelgh-
boring bulldings, while, as the balcony was a
small one, little confusion could be caused by ths
emptylng of tha balcony people Into the throng
from the orchestra.

DOORS AT RIGHT ANGLES

The Belasco Theatre !s one of the nawest, yet In
the very entrance to tha lobby are doors which
open at right angles to each other. They are flimsy
affairs of wood and glass, but might throw confu-
sion Into a stampeded crowd, even If the doors
were open. The stalrs to the second bhalccny are
about four feet wide, long fiights and have three
right angled turns.

The Savoy has only one entrance, from Tnirty-
fourth-st. The stairs to the balcony and gallery
ere ins=ida the lobby, but are separate. In empty-
ing the theatre the people from the balcony can
come down the balcony stalrs, in which case they
must meet at right angles the people from the or-
chestra, or come down the stairs from the gallery,
in which event they meet at right angies the gal-
lery crowd, on a small landing. and the (wo |
streams force thelr way down a flight of stalrs |
about six feet wide. There are three attendants |
who care for the doors Inside the lobhby and the
street doors, so not much is to be feared there.
There are two fire escapes from the second bal.
cony, leading into the court of the Herald Square
Hotel, whiie the people in the first balcony can
go out over the roof of the lobby and down fire-
escapes into Broadway. |

Daly's Is an old theatrs, in the centre of a block. |
Its stalrways to the balcony are just gutside the
orchestra, but they are comparatively new. iren
stairways, made to avold as far as possidle an
abrupt turn. The stalrs to the gallery are In a
separate entrance. They are of wood, narrow, and
two long, steep flights of them have to be sur-
mounted. The entrance to Daly's is not on a level
with the street, but is as wide as the theatre
There {8 a door connecting the orchestra floor with
the stalrway leading to the gallery, so that some of
the gallery crowd could--and does—come out of the
orchectra entrance, relieving the crush in the nar-
row stairway. 7There are fire escapes from the gal-
lery and balcony over the roofs of the houses to
Twenty-ninth-st. and to Thirtieth-st.

The Herald Square Theatre is an old building.
The stairs to the balcony are ifside the foyer. just
at the entrance to the orchestra seats. There are,
however, fire escapes to the neighboring butldings,
and exits Into Thirty-fifth-st., as well as the maln
exit to Broadway.

IN THE MIDDLE OF A BLOCK.

The Bijou is an old theatre, in the middle of a
block. The managers know that it is old, and be-
cause of that “Al" Campbell says, have redoubled
their precautions. The balcony and gallery have
separate entrances. Long steep stalrs lead to the
gallery. The balcony discharges its throng into the
lobby, but in a panic the people would run down
the stairway siralght into a brass railing. which
stands at the bottom now. The gtairways are
stralght. There are fire escapes to the roofs of
the buildings on each side of the theatre, leading
over to Thirtleth-st. and Thirty-first-st.
