The New-York Stockk Exchange in This
Way Protects Its Members.

By a resolution adopted by the governing com-
mittee on December 20 and mad* public yesterday,
employes of the New-York Stock Exchange are
prohibited from speculating through any Stock Ex-
change, house. The resolution is as follows:

Resolved, That the taking or carrying of a specu-
lative account of an employe of the exchange by
a member, or a firm, members of the exchange, is
an act detrimental to the Interest and welfare or
th"» exchange.

Acts "detrimental to the interest and welfare of
the exchange" arc punishable by suspension or
expulsion. There has long been ip operation a. rule

that tho carrying of the account or making: trans-
actions of any kind for any employe of a member
of the exchange by any other member was a
detrimental act, and a member was suspended a
Tew months ago on a charge of that kind. The rule
was designed to prevent telephone clerks and
other employes of one firm from making stock
trades on their own account upon information they

might have acquired in confidence, and further, to
provide a means of disciplining any member who
might persuade another's employe to give up In-
formation about his employer's business, when
the old rule was made there were only a few em-
ployes of the exchange. Now there are hundreds
of them, men and boys, and In their ordinary work
havo often to carry information about one mem-
ber's business which another might make use or.

CUTS WAGES 10 PER CENT.
Perth Amboy. N. J-. Jan. 16.—The Xational Fro-

proflnjr Company and tho Federal Clay Company

have made a 13 per cent, reduction In the wages

of their employes. The order affects clerks, labor-

ers and skilled mechanics. Itla explained that the
reduction Is made because of the ur.ssttled con-
dition of the building trades in New- York City.

Opinion on Power* of Ixtcal Boards
and Board of Estimate.

Ina decision sent to Controller Grout yester-
day by Corporation Counsel Delany the former
is sustained at every point in the issue raised
by Borough President Littleton of Brooklyn at
the meeting of the Board of Estimate and Ap-
portionment on January 7. The opinion answers
the following questions thus:

Do all matters pending before the local boards
prior to January 1. 1904. continue before the
local boards of 1004, or do they lapse? Ifpro-
ceedings begun in Iffc'to1 lapse with the adminis-
tration before the Board of Estimate and Ap-
jvjrtionment and local b:>ards, to "what extent
are they of no effect? As the proceedings men-
tioned have lapsed they are of no effect.

The
officials are not backward in asserting that they
believe that Mr. Grout has led the Mayor astray in
regard to the board by a wilfulmisrepresentation
of facts. President Rogers said:

Controller Grout is quoted as using the following
language: well, that is another case of duplicityon the part of that board" (meaning the Board of
Education). "However. lam convinced, as 1 have
been from the first, that the threat to close any of
We schools or the school courses is a bluff, pureand simple."
Ideny that there has been any duplicity on th<?part of the Board of Education. Iassert that Con-

tro.ier Grout has deliberately misrepresented the
matter as far as the Board of Education is con-
cerned. Isay that Mr. Grout has deliberately mis-represented the Board of Education, because the
resolutions passed by that board on December 23nave Dean printed and scattered broadcast and re-peatedly called to his attention, and a copy sent to
each member of the Board of Estimate and Ap-
portionment, of which he is a prominent member.

The?* resolutions show that the only activity of
trie Board of Education, which it was proposed to
close or. January 31 was the recreation centres.
-\o proposition has ever, at any time, been made,
entertained or discussed to close the evening
schools upon January 31. The evening schools,
both high and elementary, will he kept open dur-ing the session of 1903-'O4, full time, for th.- usual
period up to March. 1904. when they will close, a1a 1

m former years. Whatever curtailment in theevening school time is made— Isincerely hope it
will not be necessary to make any—will be'ma«lt» In
the fall term, in case the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment does not provide the necessary
funds to maintain these institutions for the usual
time. This f;ill term will commence about October
1. 19<M.
Iacceded to the request of Mayor Mcriellan to

ask the Board of Education to rescind Its resolutionproviding that the recreation centres should closeon January 31. with a distinct understanding that in°aif- the Fn*'*HaaHuu proposed by Controller Grout,
which the Board of Education welcomes, shows, as1 believe it will, that the money at the disposal
of the Board of Education Is not sufficient to main-
tain these activities throughout the year, theMayor will use his great influence to secure themaintenance of these Institutions, which have done
and are doing so much 'good, particularly In the
tenement house quarters of the city. Controller
Grout has s.-tld that for the present at least the
Board of Education has, between the general school
fund and the special school funds. $20,000,000 at Usdisposal, and that there is no reason at present forclosing any of the schools under the charge of the
board.
In reply Iwould say that the Fpeclal school fund,

\u25a0which amounts to about $4,000,000. was reduced to
that point by the former Board of Estimate andApportionment, and that this money Is insufficient
for the purpose* to which it is applied. For in-stance, with a vast Increase in attendance of pupils
since September 1 last, with nearly thirty newbuildings, for which to provide a complete outfit ofsupplies, the amount of money given for text book--
and other supplies is entirely insufficient, and it
will bo necessary daring the year to starve theschools in this respect. XV have about $1,000,000
for repairs to schoolhouses. Of this amount, con-
sidering the deplorable condition of many of the
older school buildings in the boroughs of Queens andBrooklyn, and of some even Inthe Borough of Man-hattan, not one dollar can be turned over to the
general school fund. Ishould regard It as a crimeto transfer any of this money away from the pur-
pose for which It was granted, and Iknow that inexpressing this opinion Iam expressing the judg-
ment of every member of the Board of EducationMany of these buildings are unsafe for the hous-ing of children, because they are not fireproof, andare not supplied with fire escapes or fireproof stairsThe president of the Board of Health has already
called the attention of the Board of Education tothe unsanitary condition of many of these buildings,
and called upon the president of the board to closethe school* unless they are put in sanitary condi-
tion.

The board Is unanimous In the belief that Its firstduty is to maintain the elementary day schools andhigh schools unimpaired in their efficiency Theboard willcarry out this design. Itbelieves that It

FOB AMSTERDAM SCHOOL

Mile. Bompard, Hypnotized, Was

Kardoss

was held to be likely to become a public charge.

Both have appealed to Washington.

When the pair were brought before the board

of inquiry the woman was calm and collected,

while her companion was much excited. They

told Allan Robinson, the chief of staff, that the

man was to hypnotize the Bompard woman in
public, while she acted out her part in the mur-

der of Gouffe. "In coming here," Knrdoss
Baid. "we did not know that we were violating

any of your laws. Had we known it we would

have stayed away."

The crime which Gabrielle Bompard plans to

re-enact was a particularly atrocious one. It
was one of the first in which mental Huserestion
was part of the defence. Thirteen years ago

Gabrielle Bompard, then eighteen, met Toussaint
Oouffe. who fell in love with her. The girlwas
depraved and dissolute. She was living with

a man named Michel Kyraud. Gouffe was a

bailiff and comparatively prosperous. Together

Mile. Bompard and Kyraud plotted to kill him

for his money.

One night she made an appointment with him
to meet her In an apartment. He kept the ap-

pointment, and found (labrlelle seated on a sofa

In front of some heavy silk curtains, which con-

cealed Kyraud and a strong silken rcpe. As a
caress she laughingly threw one end of a loop

of the rope, which apparently was around her

waist as a girdle, around the neck, of Gouffe.

Then she clung to his arms as Eyraud delib-
erately and slowlystrangled him to death.

The body was placed in a sack and after-

ward In a trunk, beside which the girl slept

calmly all night After she and her accomplice

Lad disposed of the body, they fled to America
and wandered over the country. In .San Fran-
cisco she met a young Frenchman named C.a-
lanjfer. with whom she foil In love, and went

back to Paris.
In Paris she told Caliinger of hei crime. He

made her confess to the authorities, and she was
thrown into prison. Eyraud was found In Cuba,

where he tried to commit suicide. He was pre-
vented from doing this, and taken back to
Paris, where he was tried, convicted and guillo-
tined.

While Gabriolle Itoinpanl was awaiting trial
she was examined and experimented with by
many experts, amon^r them Professor Liegois,
head of the Medical School of Nancy, and Dr.
Brouardei, of the Paris Academy of Medicine.
Dr. Llegols alone maintained that she was a
hypnotic subject, and wanted to hypnotist h«»r
In court to prove that she had committed the
crime through mental suKKe.ition. The Jury re-
fused to allow him to do so. She was sent* need
to thirteen years' imprisonment. She has Just
completed her sentence.

Soon after her release Dr. Uegots place. her
under mesmeric control. While in this state sh'-
re-enacted the murder. Step by Step, from th*»
fiTft caress to the flnnl disposition of the body
the small number of medical HMD ami Journal-
ists of Paris saw the crime. Dr. l,le>.'<'rls Intend-
ed to bring her to this country himself, but was
unable to do so.

Needless Alarm, Caused by Report
of Hotchkiss at Lakcville.

I^akeville, Conn.. Jan. 15.— sickness at the

Hotchkiss School, of this place, a. preparatory
school for Yale University, has caused much need-
loss alarm. The situation is simply this: Two mild
cases of scarlet fever were discovered on Friday
and promptly isolated in a cottage some distance
from the main buildings. Itis almost certain that
the cases were contracted by the two students
while they were away on the holiday vacation, as
they had no connection whatever and developed
simultaneously in different parts of the buildings.

Up to the present time there has be»-n absolutely
no contagious disease of any kind either at the
school or the adjoining village. The sanitary con-
ditions of the school are almost ideal. Itis on a
hill, baa para water, good drainage, an up to date
sewerage, system and more than ordinarily health-
ful surroundings. The statement that the school is
eloped Is incorrect. The students were told that
they could go home if they wished to do so, and a
Qtunfbar availed themselves of the privilege. Pro-
fessor H. C. Hiiehler. acting head master, says:

"In ray opinion, no al.um need be felt, as it is
considered that the two cases are sporadic, and
what would be likely to happen with so many stu-
dei coming from different parts of the country.
Every precaution has been taken to prevent the
spread of the disease, and Ifeel confident that itwillend with the present cases. We expect to rail
the absent student* in about ten days or two
week.

SCHOOL ILLXESS LIGHT.
