The essociation is held together by the
bLelief that in preventing losses by incendiary
fires its members are doing a service to the

The association has no officers, bookkeepers or
treasury. It has only one employe, a man who
holds the confidence of all the members. His
services are simple and easy.
from one member of the association an unsigned
note, in a handwriting that he knows and
marked with a number which to him alone tells
the name and address of the sender, he makes
&s many coples of that note as there are mem-
Ders, and sends one copy to each member. The
wriginal goes intc a safe from which no subpcena
can draw it, 1o be used only for inquiry of the
sender in case there comes 1o be reason to be-
Qleve a mistake has been make. The note in-
wariably consists of a single line:

“Look out for at No. 13 Blank-st.”

The members of the association now include
pepresentatives of nearly eve important fire
insurance company having offices in this city.
Within a few hours after the copies of the note
have been distributed, , at No. 13
Blank-st., receives notices from the companies
which have issued insurance policies to him
that the policies are to be cancelled. When he
ftries to get insurance in other companies he is
met by refusal, but if he asks why the insur-
@ance is refused he gets no information. If he

other tenants are astonished when they receive
notice that their insurance is to be taken away
end there is no possibility of getting new in-
surance. They meet the same refusal of in-
Formation from the companies. The owner of
ll}e building may receive the same treatment.
Then there is a consultation of the tenants,
mnd frequently suspicion points so directly at
that he is invited in terms more
wloguent than polite to move.

SAY ACT WOULD LIMIT COMMERCE.

Merchants’ Association Opposes Philippine
Commerce Bill in Open Letter.

The bill on Philippine commerce, known as Sen-
ate bill No. 2 , is being actively opposed by the
Merchants' Association, of this city. In a letter
made public yesterday from the committee on ship
subsidies and shipping of the assoclation to Henry
Cabot lodge/~shairman of the Senate Committee
on the Philippines, are given the results of an in-
quiry into the character and condition of the ton-
nage alleged to be avallable for the Philippine ser-
vice under the terms of the bill

Some of these boats, the letter claims, are too
large for the requirements of the trade, others are
on routes from which they cannot be snared, still
others are too old, and a few are described as tank
steamcrs, entirely unsuitable for P ppine trade.

SHOOTS WIFE AND SON,

THEN KILLS HIMSELF.

Wounded Lad Fights Lithographer |
to Protect Mother.

Apparently crazed because his wife and son |
had deserted him on account of his intemperate |
habits, Frederick T. Thrush, & lithographer, em-
ployed by Julius Frank, at No. b6 University
Place, attempted last evening to murder his
wife, Cora, and his som, Frederick, seventeen
years old, in the vestibule of the five story flat-
house at No. 153 East Fifty-fourth-st,

After both had been seriously wounded he ran
into the street as it to escape, but suddenly
halted and fired a shot into his own head. Mrs.
Thrush and the boy will probably live, but the
husband and father died an hour after the
shooting. Three months ago Mrs. Thrush and
her son left the father and went to live with
Miss Ida Fentzleff,

According to the son they Adid not see the
father again until last evening. Frederick, re-
turning home from his work, saw his father in
front of the house. He said he wanted to see
his wife on business. She was out, and her son,
thinking she would go home by way of Lexing-
ton-ave., left the father standing at the stoop
and walked in that direction. Not meeting her,
he returned, and saw his mother and father talk-
ing in the vestibule of the house.

When Thrush heard the footsteps of his son,
he wheeled about and said:

“Come in hera, Freddy, I want to see you.”

The boy continued until he was just inside the
door.

“I hope your health is good, my son,” sald the
father. *“I came here to glve you some money.
Here, hold out your hand and take It."”

As he spoke Thrush held out his left hand,
and there appeared to be something in it. The
boyv put out his right hand.

“Take th!s, instead!" shouted Thrush, and

drawing a2 revolver from a pocket he fired at
the lad. The ball cut a deep gash in the right
side of his neck and glanced upward, lodging in
the mouth.

The boy ran from the vestibule, but, thinking
of his mother, returned. He grappled with his
father, but the latter threw him into the street.
He fell down the stoop and rolled over on the
sidewalk, blood streaming from his wound.

When the shot was fired there was a cry
from the mother, and in the scuffle that fol-
lowed she tried to gain entrance te the house.
When the boy had been thrown out, Thrush
turned the weap on his wife and fired three
times. The fi struck her on the bridge
of the nose, and, glancing upward, ploughes
under the skin and around the skull to the
rear, lodging in the bac f the neck. Mrs.
Thrush staggered and fe gainst the inside
door. The second sh struck r in the right
side of the neck as s was falling, Inflicting a
slight flesh wound. The third shot went wild.

Early on the moming of February , 1002, a police-
man saw smoke Issuing from the bullding and sent
in an alarm, and so rapld was the spread of tlames
in the armory that when the first company of fire-
men responded to the alarm the whole interior of
the building was ablaze and the flames were shoot-
ing out of the roof. P S

It was sald at the time that the rapidity of the
fire was so great that it would have consumed the
larger part of any audience that might have been
in the building. Fortunately the building was
empty when the fire started, except that an armorer
lived there. For a time when the armory was |
blazing it was supposed that he had been unable to
out and had perished. It was learned later
that he had had a narrow escape. In the early
rlages of the fire explosions of ammunition almost
Grove the firemen away from the building. The
roof fell in and the walls tumbled in a few minutes
after the firemen got to work. The tremendous |
shower of brands from the burning armory set fire
to the Park Avenue Hotel, and the flames there
caused loss of life,

There Is reason to believe that some of the
armories in tiie city, which are often used by
large assemblages, are more unsafe than the 7lst
Regiment Armory was. The Mayor's committee is
believed to have decided already on recommenda-
tions for extra exits or fire escapes.

Following the disclosure that four members
out of nine composing the new railroad commit-
tee of the Board of Aldermen had been on the

up the application of the New-York and Port
Chester Railroad in the teeth of the urgent de-
mand of the people of The Bronx. it was learned
by The Tribune yesterday that the resurrected
New-York, Westchester and Boston Railroad,
which is secking to shut out the Port Chester
line, became legally defunct in 1882, and Is one
of numerous corporations that have unsuccess-
fully sought to sell out to the Port Chester road.

The revived Westchester and Boston company
was incorporated in 1872, and, having failed to
construct a road within ten vears, Is now legally
dead. Even had the company not failed in this
regard, the fact that within five years of its in-
corporation it had not expended 10 per cent of
its capital would have invalidated its clalms.

The constitution of the new railroad commit-
tee Is held by many Bronx property holders to
explain why the committee was in such haste to
give a public hearing en the revived road's ap-
plication to enter The Bronx.

The publication of thu)uppressed letter of the
Twenty-third Ward Property Owners' Associa-
tion, denying the legal existence of the resur-
rected company, is threatening a split in the
ranks of the Tammany aldermen. Tammany
capitalists who are interested in the Port Ches-
company have added to the trouble. The
hearing for the revived company is announced
for Monday at 1 o'clock, when a large repre-
sentation of organizations, public men and prop-
erty owners The BEronx and Westchester
County will appear in opposition. The Port
Chester road will also probably be represented.

The dispatch with whicn the aldermaniec clique
{s pushing the RIip Van Winkle company's
resolution is In startling contrast with the
methods that have been followed with regard
to the Port Chester measure. This was intro-
duced on May 0. but only after the most im-
portunate appeals from The Bronx was a hear-
ing granted on October 12. The committee pig-
eonholed the measure, and, finally, on December
14, gave a second hearing. Tammany mem-
bers, however, prevented the board taking the
resolution out of the hands of the committee,
and it dled with the passing of the old board.

With the exhumed Westchester road, how-
ever, a hearing for a resolution which was In-
troduced only on January 12 was granted on
January 19, and the hearing set for six days
later.
