Philadelphia, Jan. 23.—The seventy-third an-
nual exhibition of the Pennsylvania Academy of
the Fine Arts, like so many of its more recent
predecessors, gmives the New-Yorker good rea-
son for making the journey to Philadelphia to
see it. He will find in the show, it is true, many
pictures which he has already seen at home or
elsewhere, bhut ;his will not take the edge from
his pleasure, for the works in question are most-
ly such as it is interesting to see more than once.
Moreover, there is, of course, no lack of new

| things. Thes> yearly exhibitions in Philadelphia

have a deligntful way of wearing a fresh and
stimulating aspect. Some few notabllities are
always represented in the main gallery, and the
key set by their works is so far Kept in mind
throughout the length and breadth of the col-
lec¢tion that the rank and file rarely seem to be
doing much violence to the high standard aimed
at. Mediocrity is admitted, but it is not allowed
to flaunt itsel{. There are nearly a thousand
numbers in tHe catalogue this year, and an un-
uzual preportion of the work they stand for is
creditable to the painters, miniaturists and
sculptors concerned. A recention is held to-
night, and the exhibition opens to the public on
Monday morning. It will last until March 5.

The notabilities mentioned above are on this
occasion Whistler and Sargent. Two early por-
traits of the former are shown, both lent by Mr.
8. P. Avery, of New-York. One is the delicate,
eéven poetic head painted by Fantin Latour, a
most engaging souvenir of the painter in his
young manhood. The other is that picturesque
study which Whistler painted of himself in a
hat admirably setting off the gaillard pose
adopted. In addition to these canvases there are
three works by Whistler, which, if not among
his most brilliant productions, are, at all events,
characteristic and interesting. One of these is
“Une Jeune Fille des Rues,” a casual note in
portraiture, not particularly attractive in color.
but rich enough in the skilful touches which
80 eloquently proclaim the artist’s mastery. The
large “Arrangement in Flesh Color and Brown,"”
a full length of 2 young man, is a very subtle
harmony, containing some beautiful silvery pas-
sages. It is a lovely piece of tone, yet some-
how not se arresting, not so haunting, as some
of the painter’s similar portraits are. Perhaps
the most striking member of the group is the
portrait of a man, apparently a musician, for
there is a dim suggestlon of an instrument in
the background, which is lent by Mr. Chase.
This has the qualitics of a loose but powerful
sketch, and there is a vigor in the handling, as
there is a warmth in the tone, to which Whistler
might with advantage have returned in some
of his later works. Though this little memorial
exnibition of him affords only glimpses of his
artistic personality, it Is strong enough to form
an episode of gome importance in the show. Mr.
Sargent makes a more or less resplendent ap-
pearance in the main gallery, with eight or nine
paintings. All but one of these belong in the
work which he executed on his visit to

tered in any New-York exhibition. The new

paintings visible near by are tar from being of
uniform excellance. Miss Beaux has produced
one of her best canvases in her “Portrait of
tichard Watson Gilder,” a dignified, straight-
forward study, reticent in tone and showing
genuine feeling for character. Her smaller por-
trait of a lady, while cleverly brushed in, lacks
her usual charm of style, and contains a harsh
accent of color in the staring green ribbon that
is brought into the scheme. In the large can-
vas showing a child in yellow, standing agalnst
a dark backeground, Miss Beaux has failed to
secure the delicacy and the fragile, fragrant mo-
tive of design at which, presumably, she was
aiming. Mr. Lockwood’s portraits of men are
just good enough to make us wish that they
were better; this Is especlally the case with the
“Hon. Grover Cleveland,” a painting which needs
only a shade more force to lift it above the ordi-
niary plane on which it now rests. Mrs. CCox has
a good portrait of a child in this room, a study
in pinks, which is, to be sure, a trifle inelastic,
but which shows, none the less, a right feeling
for tone, Miss Cassatt has painted more agree-
able studies of a mother and her children than
her skilful but cold “Caress.” The “Portralt of
Edward Steichen,” by Mr. Chase, Is a vivid,
pleturesque work, and so is the “Portrait of
Mrs. V.. by the same artist, hanging In an-
other gallery; but his most striking contribu-
tions are one or two bits of well painted still
life,

The practised hand is, of course, the one whose
exploits come more aggressively to the front in
this exhibition, and the visitor turns naturally
enough from these paintings by Whistler and
Sargent, Homer and Chase, to other men who,
like them, have long since won their footing.
Somretimes they give us a new sensation. Mr.
Alden Weir's “Misty Day"” has more tenderness
in it than any landscape which he has shown in
recent vears. Sometimes we are disappointed.
The “Memories” of Mr. J. W. Alexander has his
usual facllity and decorative flavor, bhut as a
piece of symbolism this picture of two women in
a scene meant to be solemn is not in the least
persuasive, and the effective treatment of the
draperies cannot atone for the want of truth and
beauty in the sky that fills the background.
Mr. Alexander is more successful in the three or
four less ambitious figure studies which he also
sends to the show. What, on the other hand,
are the yvounger men doing to justify the hopes
that have been entertained of them? Mr. Alfred
H. Maurer, of whom much has been expected,
appears to have exhausted his promise. His
“Bal Bullier” and “Confection” give the impres-
sion of a man who is playing with color, not
making it & medium for the expression of ideas.
Mr. Robert Henri 18 another of the rising paint-
ers whose work has hitherto inclined us to ex-
pect stronger things frem him than the “Por-
trait in Brown” which he now exhibits. This is
but one more of the Whistlerian efforts which so
many of the younger men have put forth in the
last ten years, and it is only necessary to look
at the Whistlers actually in this collection to
gsee that Mr. Henri is nowhere near his goal,
Mr. Edward F. Rook shows a slight fmprove-
ment. In his “San Juan Bautista de Coyoacan™
and two other open alr studies he has rich,
fruity color, still in need of discipline, but, en
the whole, suggesting that he has grown a lit-
tle in his art. Mr. W. Elmer Schofield, too, has
advanced. One of his three pictures, “Zennor
Cove, Coast of Cornwall,” is a first rate land-
scape, the composition being well held together
and the workmanship throughout disclosing in-
creased authority and emotional depth.
