TWO SCHOONERS CRUSHED BY ICE.
St. John's. N. F., Jan. 13.—The Gloucester fishing

schooners Fernwood and Nicholson, homeward
bound, with cargoes cf herring from Bay of Isl-
ands. K. F.. have been crushed in the ice floes oft
St. George's Bay. Tho crew* abandoned the ships
and walked over the floes to the land, and the
schooners are now drifting out In the Gulf ut
St. Lawrence. in 'the grip of the Ice.

The schooner Taliiman. of Gloucester. is frozen
fast In the Ice In the northern arm of the Bay of
Inland*, and will remain there until the spring.
The present Is th« worst season ever experienced
In th« herring fishery- So far eight vessels have
been destroyed.

LIBERIA'S PRESIDENT IN OFFICE.
London. Jan. ».— Advices from the Republic of

Liberia say that the new President. Arthur Bar-
clay, was inaugurated at Monrovia, on January 4.
The keynotes of hla address to the people were
commercial freedoai and the conciliation of the
aboriginal population of Liberia, to which little at-
tention haa been paid for many years.
