Mr., Warburg says:

The special committes will not answer Mr.
Grout's assertions In detall, until we have recelved

all the other statements regarding economles that
he desires to issue. Nothing has yet been pointed

| out which promises any possibility of saving. So

far as I can discover, no sites, which were pur-
by this Board of Education during the
last two years for school purposes, have been ne-
rlected. his board has inherited a number of
ots that are unavailabie at yresent. Many of the
lots we possess have been used for purposes of
light, alr and sanitaticn. In the report of the com-
mittee it will be shown that we have continually
gone to the limits of our appropriation, in the

; erection of buildings.

The growth in the population In various sections,
such as Brownsvilie or the Fast Side, has caused
us to improve the =chool facllities there, before
attending to other parts of the city.

The question of the advisability of selling such

roperties as are not immediately required and
ater rebuying the same sites at advanced prices
is a flnanciz! one and open to a difference of
opinion. Mr. Grout criticises us for leaving build-
ings standing on school sites, We have made it a
ruie to level no bufldines on school sites earller
than necessary, so that the rent may be drawn by
the city from these buildings as long as possible.
We should not be accused of negligence for this.

Commissioner A. H. Man asserted yesterday:

Mr. Grout goss back for flve or six yvears. This
board has been in existence two years. In Van
Wyck's administration no schools were built. We
have built a great number. We had to start in by
bhiring many extra draughtsmen. Next, we met
months of strilkes. Mr. Grout maintains that $6,-
4000 in bonds are awaliting use for the erection
of schools. He does not consider that the money
that we appropriate for schools is not charged
against the credit of the board until the schools
are bhuilt, This takes one or two years.

At the meeting of the Board of Estimate yester-
day Mr. Grout. after speaking of his experts’
on school sites, offered a resolution that
when it is decided to buy any land for .ae city a
detal’ed statement shail accompany the application
stating why the land is required and when use can
be made of it when bought. The resolution was
passed unanimously, and authority was given the
Controller te return to the Board of Education, with
a demand for an explanation, its request for au-
thority to buy a site at Eighty-ninth-st. and Avenue
A for $125,000,

Mr. Grout stated that, from the report of his
experts, he believed this property worth not more
than §7. It is assessed with the bulldings on fit,
he said, at only $93.0%, and the surroundings are
unfavorable. He cited property on the adjolning
block, a site unoccupied and twice as large as the
Eighty-ninth-st. plot, which he sald he could get
for $117.000. He declared that he had an option on
the land at that price, and moved that the Board

EXPLOSION OF GAS KILLS SIX.

Fourteen Injured in a French Hotel—The |
Building Wrecked.

Rognonas, Bouches du Rhone, France, Jan. |
20.—Six persons were killed and fourteen in- |

café of the Hotel de France last evening. The
hotel was partially wrecked.

A dozen patrons were sitting at the tables
drinking and playing cards when an odor of '
gas penetrated the room. Mme. Martin, wife of |
the proprietor of the hotel, lighted a eandle and |
started for the kitchen. As she opened the door !
an explosion occurred. When the body of Mme.
Martin was found it was almost decapitated '
and badly burned. Her father, husband and
daughter also were instantly killed. The body
of one of the guests was hurled across the
street by the force of the expiesion and struck
the opposite wall with great force,

The work of removing the bodles and taking
care of the injured was in progress all last
night. It is feared that some of the Injured
persons will die. The authorities have stationed
a guard around the hotel and are making an |
investigation.
