tism. *“Conservative Democracy” from the point
of view of American experience is an “irides-

cent dream.”

ELM-8T. IN DANGER.

An imporiant legisiative measure which does
not make its meaning clear is deserving of sus-
picion, to say the least. When it is known to be
backed by interests which have mot dealt in a
straightforward manner with the public on for-
mer occasions, and especially when those in
charge of it refuse to have it so amended that
it cannot possibly serve purposes which they
say it was never intended to serve, the sooner
it is put to death the better. Last winter there
was a group of railroad bills before the legis-
lature which answered to this description. For
a time they flourished in obscurity, but they
were all gradually exposed to destructive eriti-
cism, and the only one that passed failed to re-
celve the Governor's approval. Five railroad
Lills have been introduced at the present ses-
sion, of which at least two bear a strong re-
semblance to thelr disreputable predecessors of
last year in more than one respect, though
their promoters have adopted new tactics. In
this case the familiar and generally futile pol-
fey of secretiveness has been abandoned. The

“CONSERVATIVE DEMOCRACY.”

Ar. Cleveland continues to wake the echoes
with bis eracular wisdom. Teo an errant party
be still expounds what he conceives to be the
wae faith—to develop what he holds to be the
trae teachings of Jeflerson and Jackson. His
latest deliverance published in “The Philadel-
phia Baiurday Evening Post”-shows mno de-
parture in spivit or substance from many pre-
vious utterances. The ex-President feels now,
@s be bas always felt, that the party’s only
safety lies in the acceplance znd practice of
“eonservative Democracy.” What “‘conserva-
tive Dewocracy™ veally is Mr. Cleveland leaves
largely 1o scrmise. in general it seems to in-
clude thore opposition policies—reduction of the
tarill, cheesepuring in expenditures and restrie-
tion of federal power—on which the Demo-
cratic party has won in our day its infrequent
mational victories. Baot if this programme of
megation i= =il that “econservative Democracy™
means, we foar that Mr. Cleveiand will have
some difficulty in imposing it on a party which
s still iostinctively swayed by the ideals of
Jelerson and of Jackson.

The ex-President does not seem to see that
“conservative Democracy™ is in itself a polit-
feal contradiction. Without paradox it is impos-
sible to link the names of Jefferson and Jack-
son with any body of “conservative” doctrine.
Jefferson was a radical—one of the extremest
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to take notice that the bills have been intro-
duced, and to accept official assurances that
they conceal no mysterious or questionable de-
sign, but are altozether innecent and laudable,

Perhaps they are, but experience suggests the
wisdom of not taking the company’s word for
it, espeelally since antecedent facts and a fair
understanding of the English language unite
to sapport & contrary opinion. One of them
provides that subject to certain conditions
which 1t might not be difficult to fulfil—

Any street surface rallroad company owning
a railroad or a rallroad route in the streets or
highways in any city may remove Its road or
route or & portion thereof to and relocate such
road, route or part thereof in other streets or
highways, provided that the relocated road or
route or part thereof shall run in the same gen-
eral direction as the road or route or part there-
of which shall be so removed, and in such case
may construct and operate its road in such
other streets or highways under the terms of
the grant, franchise or municipal consent under
which the road is authorized.

Now, it would infallibly occur to anybody
familiar with the transportation system of this
city that the foregoing provision might prove
extremely convenient to a street railroad com-
pany operating congested lines in Broadway,
Centre-st. and the Bowery, inasmuch as there
happens to be nearing completion about half-
way between those routes a parallel thorough-
fare on which no streetcar rights have yet been
granted. As a matter of fact, there is such a
company, to wit, the New-York City Railway,
successor of the Interurban and the Metropoli-
tan. That company, moreover, is well known
to have fixed covetous eyes on Elm-st. The
ever alert and indefatigable Mr. Vreeland con-
fessed more than a year ago that he could use
Elm-st. to great advantage in his business, and
he can hardly be surprised, therefore, at the
promptness with which observers in Albany
and elsewhere have attribated to the bill under
consideration a purpose which it does not de-
clare.

It is falr to say that an officer of the New-
York City Railway Company has professed to
explain why a bill for the relocation of existing
routes cannot possibly endanger Elm-st., but it
is necessary to remind him that explanations
designed to allay public anxiety in similar cases
heretofore have sometimes proved entirely un-
satisfactory. There is, however, one way in
which all suspicion can be readily removed.
Transportation managers and lawyers in their
employ, as everybody must admit, are skilful
in the work of drafting bills which are not in-
tended to tell all that they mean. Now, if the
managers and legal advisers of the New-York
City Railway should resolve so to recast the
present measure as to make it perfectly harm-
less so far as Elm-st. is concerned, we are sure
they would succesd. It §s absurd to suppose
that their ingenuity would saddenly fail them.
Moreover, it is essential to the purpose they
proclaim that they should do so. After inex-
qmble delays there is a remote prospect that
Elm-st. will be finished before very long, and
begin to serve its legitimate purpose of reliev-
ing the congestion of traffic in Broadway and
Centre-st. It has been a tedious and costly
process, and the publie will never consent to be
cheated In the end for the bepefit of & rapa-
clous corporation.

THE BEST PLAN THE WORST YET.

Commissioner Best seems to be under the
delusion that the capacity of a pipe can be in-
creased Ly sticking a bigger funnel at its end.
That is just what his pian for a new bridge
terminal amounts to. The capacity of the
Brooklyn Bridge is limited by the number of
cars that can safely be rum out at the rush
hours on its two lines of track. Improvements
in the terminal arrangements may “decrease
somewhat the crowding and discomfort, but
scattering the cars over a ten acre lot for load-
ing and unloading would not materially in-
crease the carrying capacity of the structure.
No real relief of the bridge crush can come
until it is pessible to carry across the river
many thousand more people an hour than can
pow be trausported.

The recent changes in the trolley loops have
somewhat relieved the confusion and danger
at the Manhattan terminal, but still, night after
night, cars stand In a long line on the bridge
itself waiting for a chance to get through the
neck of thé bottle. The elevated trains, though
crowded, are far less crowded than the trolley
cars and make better time, but they, too, it is
said, are run under as short headway as Is
safe. Tle slightest delay at the Brooklyn end
stops the whole stream. The traflic managers
declare that the bridge itself is overtaxed.
What, then, is the use of trying to overtax it

ment.

The only solution of the probtlem is a system
which will make both bridges available for
traflic in one circult and abolish the Manhattan
terminal, except as & way station for persons

Brooklyn, and the cars themselves be crowded
even to their present limit without any such
crushing and danger as DOW occur, owing to
the rush of everybody to get on or off at one
place at the same minute. It Mr. Best will
devote his energiles to connecting the two
bridges in some sensible fashion which will
not disfigure the city, and, without waiting to
carry out that plan, speedily get cars of some
sort running across the Willlamsburg Bridge,
be will d0 much more to solve the transit prob-
lem and earn the gratitude of the public than
by wasting time on fantastic and extravagant
schemes for new terminals. What we need is
to abolish terminais and get some through
lines. Mr. Best’s plan is the worst that has
been proposed by any responsible authority.

BALTIMORE'S PROGRAMME.

Suggestions concerning the ijmprovements
whiel Baltimore should adopt when the era of
reconstruction begins continue to be offered by
the lay and technical press. Two of the latest
come from *“Engineering News.” Like The
Tribune, that periodical thinks a stringent
ordinance relative to the fire resisting qualities
of new buildings and a widening of some of the
streets in the burned district highly desirable.
It also recommends the building of a sanitary
system of sewers to supplement the storm sew-
ers already in existence, and the creation of
subways for gas and water pipes. The city
began the coustruetion of conduits for electric
wires years ago, and these are completed.
Moreover, the authorities decided a few days
ago that mot a solitary wire, except those
needed for trolley lines, would be permitted
above ground hereafter in the region which has
just been devastated. Hence any future de-
velopment in this direction would naturaliy be
limited to provision for more convenlcufgccess
to pipes.

The expense of three of the preposed reforms
would fall directly upon the municipality. The
latter will be compelled to consider, therefore,
just how far it can afford to go. If it is not
deemed practicable to {ncorporate all of these
innovations into the city's programme, a choice
of these reforms must be made. Unquestion-
ably, the widening of the streets deserves the
preference, because it can be effected more eco-
nomically to-day than after new buildings have
gone up. That particular improvement, too,
has a direct bearing on safety. Next in impor-
tance, however, comes the matter of drainage
from water closets. As our contemporary
points out, the lack of such accommodations
would be a business handicap as well as a
sanitary drawback. It would be unfortunate
in more ways than one to postpone this reform.
Even the subways will one day be deemed es-
sential to an ideal city, and that is what Balti-
more now alms to be.

AN AMAZING STATE PAPER,.

Dispatches from St. Petersburg provoke the
comment that either the published translations
of the proclamation from the Russlan govern-
ment concerning Japanese “treachery™ are
lamentably bungied, or else the Czar is in sore
need of a readier penman for the bulletins
which he permits to go forth to his subjects.
The “Little Corporal” of Corsica knew how to
inflame the Gailic mind with appeals which set
every Frenchman's heart afire; and, so far as
memory now serves, it might be difficult to re-
call any occasion when he made publie himself,
or allowad any one in his service to scatter
about, undignified complaints that soe enemy
had eaught him unawares.

Is 1t possible that the Autocrat of All the
Russins has permitted an indiscreet member
of his council to distribute broadcast to the
world a deliverance, snarling against Japan in
Russian words which, construed into English,
mwean that the people of the Mikado “will re-
ceive the chastisement” which they “deserve™
for “treachery and provocation to war at a
time when Russia desired to maintaln peace™?
Such a petulant utterance is not becoming to a
truly puissant nation ever ready for mighty
deeds.

Sentences like these, which it is reported
convey the sense of this proclamation as put
into English, strengthen the lmpression that
there is something almost incredible ifn the
cable message: “The distance of the terri-
“tory and the desire of the Emperor to main-
“tain peace were the causes of the impossibility
“of more complete and earlier preparations for
“war. Much time 18 now necessary in order
“to strike at Japan blows worthy of the diguity
“and might of Russia, and, while sparing as
“much as possible the shedding of blood of her
“children, to intlict just chastisement upon the
“nation which has provoked the struggle. Rus-
“sian must await the event in patience, being
“sure that our armmy will avenge an hundred-
“fold that provoeation.” Can so feeble an ex-
cuse and apology for the failures of the Russian
fleets really be authentic? If it s, then the
pen is weaker than the sword on the banks of
the Neva.

“GOING SLOW"™ ON THREE PLATOONS.

Tammany has evidently seen a great light
on the three platoon system in the Police De-
partment. It may be remembered that when
the late Michael C. Murphy became Police Com-
missioner he at once established this abomina-
tion at the behest of a horde of lazy “club twirl-
ers” and thelr backers among the Wigwam's
leaders, who saw in it a vote raiser of no mean
proportions. Every officer of experience In the
department advised Murphy against this step,
but without avail. The utter fmpracticability of
the system was proved by experience, and
Commissioner Plrtridge'abandoned it, showing
in a clear statement that with the present
force three platoons could not give the city
adequate protection.

Nevertheless Colonel McClellan, during the
fall campalgn, promised a re-establishment of
the “rest cure,” and soon after his inanguration
it was announced that we were to have the
ihree platoon system again. The Mayor, how-
ever, has become sufficiently enlightened cn the
subject to induce cantion, and hints that legis-
lation may be a prerequisite to the keeping of
his pledge to the police. Commissioner McAdoo
has called off his hearing set for Saturday. It
looks as if a flood of light had poured in on the
Tammany authorities. If they'll only wait for
legislation the taxpayers can possess their souls
in patience.

Wireless telegraphy i rapidly coming into com-
mercial utility in Germany, and large numbers of
“spark messages,” as such telegrams are called,
are transmitted dally. There is a service In opera-
tion between Denmark and Prussia, while two
German steamers running between Kiel and Kor-
soer are equipped with Instruments, and maintain
continuous communication with both German and
Danish land stations. The system employed is the
Slaby-Arco. Private messages are accepted at the
two offices -at Bulk, near Kilel, and on the Isle of
Felimarn.

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NOTES

ON THE WAR.

Tha uncertainty of war news is strikingly
shown In the contradictory reports concerning
the Russian invasion of Corea, One dispatch
stated that they had crossed the Yalu River
and had occupled Wiju. A second denled that
they had crossed that river at all. A third
declared that they had not only occupied Wiju,
but had actually pushed on as far as Ping-Yang.
Assuming this last to ba true. the Russians
have penetrated Corea to the distance of a hun-
dred miles, and are little more than a hundred
miles from Seoul itself. Ping-Yang lles about
thirty miles from the west coast of Corea, on
the Ta-Dong River, and is the most Important
city in Corea north of Seoul. It is, indeed, the
third city of Corea in size, and perhaps the
most famous of all in Corean annals. It was
founded meore than three thousand years ago,
and was for ages the capita! of the kingdom,
Chinampho, at the mouth of the Ta-Dong River,
being its port, as Chemuipo is the port of Seoul.
In the oldtime wars, In the days of Kublal
Khan, Ping-Yang was the scene of more than
one decisive battle. In modern times it was in-
vested with a pecullar interest to Americans by
the fact that it was the scene of the massacre
of the crew of the American ship General Sher-
man, in 1866, a tragedy which led to the send-
tng of an armed expedition to Corea to destroy
a lot of forts in punishment for the outrage.
In faet, that incident had much to do with the
ultimate “opening” of Corea to the world. Still
later, in the war between Japan and China, ten
years ago, Ping-Yang was the scene of one of
Japan's most overwhelming victories.

If the Russians really have reached Ping-
Yang, they must be in great force to venture so
far without the support of a fleet off the coast
it no military opposition was offered to them,
they probably marched thither with ease, for
there is a good road all the way down from the
Yalu River, along which 1t has been proposed
to construct a railroad, and on which, indeed,
some railroad construction work has been done.
Such a march by the Russians would indicate
that the Japanese have made no important
landingzs on that coast of Corea north of Che-
mulpo. It will be recalled. however, that the
Japanese are said to have landed an army cf
60,000 at Won-San, on the east coast, Just oppo-
site Ping-Yang, and not more than seventy-five

miles from it across country. It is not known
that there 1s any good road across the moun-
tains at that point. But there may be, and
if there is, the Japanese army may utilize it in
advancing against the Russians. The Japanese
won their great victory over the Chinese there
by marching against them from two directions
at once. If the Won-San army should come
across country, and another army come up from
Seoul at the same time, the strategy of ten
years ago might bhe repeated against the Rus-

slans.

But it seems Incredible that the Russians
should have been permitted to penetrate Corea
so far without resistance, unless the Japanese
are planning to trap them by sending a fleet to
the Yalu to cut off their lines at the rear. On
the other hand, it seems incredible that the
Russlans should have marched Into such a trap,
especially If they are removing their military
headquarters from Port Arthur to Harbin. An
invasion of Corea with New-Chwang or Mouk-
den as a base would be ratfonal. With Harbin
as a base it would be preposterous.

Harbin would, of course, be an admirable base
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
