MOTHER'S DEATH KILLS,

Witnesses Accident from Window
and Dies Within Hour.

TITLE TO CANAL GOOD.

NO FURTHER DELAY.

Payment May Be Made and Trans-
fer Effected in Thirty Days.

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.]

Washington, March 2.—All that now exists
of the Panama Canal, including the title and
physical effects of the ¥French company, the
canai zone and the partially completed canal
will be in the possession of the United States
and will have been paid for within thirty days,
according to the present expectation of the
President and the Attorney General

Panama needs funds in its treasury, and $2.-
ON0,000 will be promptly paid over to start
the new republic on the road to prosperity,
while $8000000 wiil be invested in United
States bonds purchased for the republie, to pro-
vide for a rainy day. In this wav only one-
fitth of the purchase price will leave this coun-
try for the present. The Attorney General has
advised the President that the title of the Pan-
ama Canzl Company is satisfactory, and that
ample authority to make the necessary pay-
ments is given by the Spooner amendment, so
that no time will be lost In completing the
transaction.

After a conference with the President on this
subject to-day the Attorney General made the
following statement:

I have advized the Preszident that he is au-

Panama the $10000000 stipulated for by the
treaty, the ratification of which has just been
exchanged. Al=o, that he is authorized to pay
the New Panama Canal Company the $40,000, .
under the agreement between the
T'nited States and that company we are to pay
for its property, and have notifled the canal
company that we are ready to close the trans-
action.

MAY NOT GET POSTOFFICE

New-York Representatives Fail to
Agree on $2,000,000 Appropriation.

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.]

Washington, March 2.—Through failure to
agree among themselves, the New-York dele-
gation in the House has apparently lost all
chance of sccuring the $Z,00068 amendment to
the Sundry Civil bill which was te provide for
the purchase of the Pennsylvania Railroad site
for the New-York postoffice. Up to the time the
delegation appeared before the Committee on
Appropriations to-day the prospects were ex-
ceptionaily bright for a favorable recommenda-
tion, but when it became apparent that, despite
the caucus actlon, thers was a lack of unanimity
in the delegation, those prospects were quickly
dissipated, and it now seems improbable that
the amendment introduced will be incorporated
in the Sundry Civil bill by the House at least.
Before the hearing it was supposed that every
member of the delegation would earnestly sup-
port the preposition, and by securing favorable
consideration provide for New-York the much
needed increase in postal facilities. When Rep-
resentatives Douglas and Dunwell, by favoering
an appropriation at some future time “for the
erection of a magnificent building in the busi-
ness centre of the city,” indirectly opposed the
appropriation now asked, Chairman Hemenway
remarked that as such a difference of opinion
existed 1t would be “well to go slow."”

Representative Sulzer offered the $2.000.000
amendment. He explained that this site had
been selected by the commission, consisting of
the Secretary of the Treasury, the Postmaster
Generzl and the Attorney General, which had
been authorized by Congress to make the selec-
tion. He deciared that the people of New-York
heartily approved the proposed purchase, as it
would result in a comparatively short time in
the relief they justly demanded. Mr. Sulzer
pointed out that New-York Clity was the great-
est distributing centre for mail in the country,
and that better facilities would not only be of
material advantage thers, but would vastly ben-
efit the country at large. He also urged the
acceptance of the proposition made by the New-

Dr. Spratling Says the ( ‘hief Danger
Is from Mosquitoes.

[FrOM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.]
ton, March 2—An iInterrsting report on
conditions along the canal strip is being
4 in tha office of the Surgeon General of the
Navy. It is based on the facts found to exist there
by Dr. L. W Spratiing, brigade surgeon under
General Elllott, commandant of the marines, who
has just returned from the fsthmuse. Dr. Spratling
was on the canal strip from January 3 until his
return North a few days ago, and made a close
study of al!ll the circumsiances that are likely to
make for health or disease in the ranks of the
workmen when they begin digging the big ditch.
“On the whole, 1 found the conditions much bet-
ter than 1 had expected,” sald Dr. Spratling.
“Nearly all the strip, except at the ocean ends, Is
on high ground, and during all the times the ma-
rines have been there not a single death has oc-
curred from yellow fever, malaria or any other
disease pecullar to the isthmus The main danger
there is found In the quitoes. There are mill-
fons upon millions of them. 1 should say that every
known breed of the pest is p. including the
vellow fever and malaria conveving kinds. The
first thing we must do when we take charge is to
get rid of the mosquitoes, or, at lea=t, do away
with as many of them as possible, Thi=s can be
done by draining off the marshy places, where they
breed, within, say, two or three miles of the canal
works, and by abolishing the rain water barrel
drinking receptacles that are now in use by the
natives. About all the workmen now employed by
the Panama Canal Company are Jamaica blacks,
and as they do not take any care of themselves
whatever, they die very quickly when attacked by
malaria and yellow fever. The marines there drink
nothing but distilled or sterilized water, and as
that is the main way of preserving one's health
down there, they have not suffered any more from
climatic influences than they would in the warm
parts of the United States

“At present there are about four hundred men
employed by the Panama Canal Company at Cule-
bria. to preserve their concession. These are all
bLlacks, and they are paid anywhere from 25 cents
to $1 in Colombian money. When [ was down
there our silver dollar was worth $230 Colomblan,
so you may imagine that conditions of labor are
not very good on the isthmus. There are no mora
workmen in sight down there just at present. so
when we start to work we will be obliged to im-
port our labor. Drs. Carpenter, Orvis. Angeny and
Tarcour are still on the strip, and will remain with
the marines for the present. I have talked with
white men who have lived for years along the line
of the ecanal. and they tell me that they do not
suffer from the fevers If they only take care of
themselves*"

CAUSE OF CAMEROON REVOLT.

Undue Severity on Part of German Official
Leads to His Murder.

Berlin, March 2.—The rising of native troops in
the Cross and Nsassanang rivers region of German
Cameroon, Equatorial West Africa, resuiting in
several factortes of the Northwest Company be-
ing burned down and four Germans killed, was
caused by the eccentric conduct of Count von
Plickler, and was directly due to the theft cf a
lantern from the company. Von Plickler, who was
the government’'s District Commissioner, sent a
letter to Herr Schéller, president of the company
here, regarding the stolen lantern, saying that ko
intended to make the property of white men re-
spected by burning five villages. IHerr Schiller in-
ferred that von Pilckler was deranged, and ordered
that nothing be done. The letter arrived too late.
Count von ckler, with twenty-five men, tried to
arrest the headmen of one of the villages, but the
count was killed, and his escort with difficulty
escaped. In the next few days the company’'s
factories on the Cross River were bu down
and four agents were killed. A punitive exped!-
tion has now arrived in the hostile district.

Count von Piickler, as appears from information
subsequently received by Herr Schéller, had re-
