Karly Tuesday morninsr. ho went on deck. an«l
after pacing to and fro for a few minutes, leaped
over the rail and disappeared in tho murk astern.
A unlior saw him. and ratsed the alarm. The
ntejimer was stopped at once, and for two hours
circled around, looking for a trace of the man.
Two boats were manned, but Mellors could not bo
found. Hl.« belongings will be sent back to his
relatives In Engfand.
