Rivers Overflow Banks —Low Col-
onist Rates.

San Francisco. March 4 —The levies on the

ramento anl San Joaqutn rivers have
broken this week under pressure of the tre-
mendou" flood of water from heavy rains and

melllut ow In the Sierra Nevadas. The result
has been that I&00Q acres along the Sacramento
and 20.000 acres along the San Joaquln have
been overflowed. This is all rich river bottom
land that has been reclaimed at large expense.
Probably this year's grain crop will be a f.ill-

ure. oning to disastrous floods, but other crops
will not suffer, and stock on alfalfa lands has
been saved by sending flat bottomed steamers
