Ware estimates that It will require §1,600,000 to
meet the age service pension claims that will be

June 30, 1004, a period of two and a half months,
or at the rate of above $7,200,000 a year. The
House Committee on Appropriations to-day re-
celved this estimate from Secretary Hitcheock,
transmitted through the Secretary of the Treas-
ury. The Commissioner of Pensions also Informs
the committee that in addition to the §$1,500.,000
needed for age service pensions he will require
for the remainder of the fiscal year $2,600.000
more to pay the pensions provided for in leglsla-
tion enacted by Congress since the last esti-
mates were submitted, making a grand total of
$£4,000,000. These items will be taken up to-
morrow for consideration by a sub-committes,
and will be included in the General Deficiency
bill, the last appropriation measure to be re-
ported to the House this session.

G. A. R. POSTS THANK PRESIDENT.

RURAL CARRIERS’ PAY.

Senate Votes to Make It 83720—Pure
Food Resolution Adopted.

Washington, April 6.—After walting many dayws,
Mr. Heyburn to-day found opportunity to address
the Senate on pure focd. Technically the speech
was In support of the resolution calling on the
Secretary of Agriculture to send to the Senate the
results of the investigations made by his depart-
ment into adulterated foods, but in reality it was

were absolutely polsonous. The resolution ad-
dressed to the Agricultural Department was sdopt-
ed, as also was one directing the Secretary of
the Treasury to send to the Sanate the result of
the examination of drugs made by that depart-
ment.

The greater part of the remainder of the day was
devoted to Mr. Quarles’s amendment for grading
the salaries of rural free delivery carrlers. It was
finally declared out of order.

“THE STRIKE IS HELL”

So Bishop Spalding Says in Advocat-
ing Arbitration of Labor Disputes. -

Washington, April 6.—Bishop Spalding, of
Peoria, o member of the Coal Strike Commis-
eion, to-day urged the plan of arbitration con-
tained in the Foss bill before the House -Com-
mittee on Labor. The bill provides for a per-
manent board of arbitration to which disputes
between labor and capital shall be referred.

Bishop Spalding sald it was not his opinion
that the proposed tribunal would never be called
on to determine what Is a legitimate profit on
the investment of capital. Its province would
be to settle dispites as to hours, treatment and
pay. Fair wages, he said, were determined in
the soft coal mines of the West by the condi-
tions In the mines and the cost of living. Where
a business did not permit the payment of llving
wages, according to the American standard of
living, that business ought to be closed up.

“I would say,” he continued, “as Sherman
said of war, that the strike is hell.” Men who
had been out on strike went back to work
injured morally, and not the same men. The
children of strikers had been taught to taunt
children of other workmen. The relations be-
tween capital and labor were not improving, he
sald, although he believed the Coal Strike Com-
mission had accomplished good results. He re-
ferred to the labor troubles in Colorado, San
Franclsco and Chicago, which were blocks to
the tmprovement of general conditions of the
country. It was becoming more and more mani-
fest, he sald, that capital and labor were de-
pendent on each other.

Asked if he did not think that conditions were
fmproving as to lawlessness, Bishop Spalding
said that it did not seem so to any extent. The

riotous conditions in the anthracite strike were
not so bad as the newspapers had made them,
although there was picketing and always would
be violence in strikes.

“I don’t think there is in America any class of
employers who deliberately do their men
wrong,” he declared, He believed the American
people entertained good will toward labor and
the distressed. He considered them free from
anarchistic ideas, and sald that the tendency to
soclallsm is only a minor one, He regarded a
permanent tribunal of greater value than one
created for each dispute. He did not believe in
sympathetic strikes.

The strike, he replled, when asked if he would
deny to labor organizations the right to strike,
was the one weapon of labor organizations, and
to deny that right would be to deny the right to
organize; but the great object sought, he added,
18 to bring about peaceful settlements without
strikes. Labor organizations, he said, had ac-
complished much good. He was satisfied that
any President would appoint a non-partisan
tribunal. lie had asked Mr. Mitchell if labor
organizations would thrive i{f they lost the ap-
proval of public opinion, and he replied they
would not, but would disintegrate, He re-
ferred to the settlement of the coal strike, sug-
gesting conditions which would have resulted
had that dispute not been settled.

TO PASS SHIPPING BILL.

Precedence for Measure Extending
Coastwise Laxws to Philippines.

[FrROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.]

Washington, April 6.—The IHouse Committes on
Rules will to-morrow provide an order authorizing
the early consideration of the measurs deferring
tha extension of the American coastwise laws to
the FPhilippines untll July 1, 196, and exempting
the interisland trade from Its provisions This bill,
which has passed the Senate, has been favorably
reported from the Housa Committes on Merchant
Marine and Fisheries by a solld Republican vote,
with the exception of Representatives Birdsall, of
Jowa, and Flack, of New-York. Representative
Grosvenor, who will be In charge of the bill, will, it
necessary, permit an amendment extending tha time
when the bill goes into effect to July 1, 190& The
majority report of the committes declares:

Wae bellave that by the end of the period fixed
in this bill, to wit: July L, 180§, there will be found
an amount of shipping quite sufficient to Justif
the full removal of the present limitation, an
that our own vessals will be able to transact all the
business required. But should it be found that ex-
tortion has beea practised or that there is not a
suficient supply of transportation, it will be a very
easy matter to extend the provisions of this bill to
goma future data. We, therefore, recommend the
passage of the bill without amaadment,

In view of this attituds of the committee, 1t is
belleved that ity members will not be disposed to
antagonize an extension of the time for one year
sh d there be any considerable demand for such
action,

EIGHT HOUR BILL SIDETRACKED.

House Committee Decides to Refer It to Cor-
telyou’s Department.

[FROM THE TRIBUNE BUREAU.]

Washington, April 6.—The Houss Committee on
Labor has declded to refer the Eight Hour bill to
the Department of Commerce and Labor, with a
view to procuring more light on the subject, this
procedure being in accord with the prediction made
in these dispatches of March 29. The formal vote
will be taken to-morrow, but a majority of the
committee determiined on this policy to-day, It s
belleved that with a more comprehensive under-
standing of this subject than has been afforded by
the dlametrically opposite views of those who have
testified at the many hearings the committes will
be able to legislate more intelligently on this com-
plex question.

Repeated hearings have been given to represent-
atives of both manufacturing and laboring inter-
esls, and these have shown that in the event of
the passage of the bill many manufacturers would
refrain from bidding on government work, on the
ground that it would be Impossible to operate thelr
ﬂanu under {ts restrictions. This emphatic dec-

ration on the part of those interested in govern-
ment contracts suggested considerable embarrass-
ment to the government when it called for bids
on contracts, suppiles, ete. With this question in
visw, the committea has declded to ask the Depart-
ment of Commerce and Labor to ascertain how
widesprend would be the refusal on the part of
manufacturers to take government contracts, and
whether 1t would be necessary, because of thess re-
fusals, for the government to erect its own plants.
Aside from ships and armor plate, there is now a
vast quantity of material manufactured for the
government under ths contract system, and the
committee desires to be informed, through an in-
vestigation by the departinent, approximately how
far these supplies would be affected under the op-
erations of an eight hour law, The committee be-
lleves that in the Interest of intelligent legislation
on this important subject it should have in its
possession all the information obtainable from un-
prejudiced sources.

SMITH DENIES POLYGAMY.

No Plural Marriages Sanctioned by
Mormons Since 1890, He Says.

Salt Lalke City, April 6.—A notable feature of the
closing sesslon to-day of the seventy-fourth annual
conference of the Mormon Church was the official
declaration by President Joseph F. Smith on the
subject of polygamy. The statement follows:

Inasmuch as thera are numerous reports in cir-
eulation that plural marriages have been entered
into, contrary to the officlal declaration of Presi-
dent Woodruff, of September 26, 182, commonly
called the Manifesto, which was {ssued by President
Woodruff and adopted by the Church at its gen-
eral conference, October 6, 1580, which forbids an
marriage violative of the law of the land, 1, Jose
¥. 8mith, president of the Church of Jesus (‘hrrn
of the Latter Dn{ Saints, hereby declare that no
such marriages have been solemnized with the
ganction, consent or knowledge of the Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, and,

1 hereby announce that all such marriages are

rohibited, and If any officer or member of the

“hurch shall assuma to solemnize or enter into any
such marriage, he will be deemed In transg: on
against the Church, and will be Hable to be dealt
with according to the rules and regulations thereof
and excommunicated therefrom.

This statement received the full Indorsement of
the conference, which unanimously adopted the
following resolution, introduced by Apostle Francls
M. Lyman:

Resolved, That we, the members of the Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Seints, in general
conference assembled, hereby approve and indorse
the statement and declaration of President Joseph
¥. 8mith, just made to this conference, concerning
plural marriages, and will support the courts of
the Church in the enforcement thereof.
