Winter adds its quota to the long catalogue of
ships that have been blotted out of existemce in
ll._e-e ice laden waters without leaving a man to
tell how they came to their end. A study of the
whole situation compels the appalling conclusion
that the assurance In the ;.ux'ﬁc mind as to the
comparative safety of freighters and their crews
is not well founded. While the pressure of traffic
and competition requires the buliding of swift,
substantial, well modelled and consequently safe
and seaworthy ships, well equipped and humanely
perfect, for passenger conveyance, there is no such
ressure exerted on the owners of freight steamers,
hese are bullt shallow, that many ports may be
entered without the expense of lightering. In
strength, a deep ship has manifestly great advan-
tage over a shallow one, but the latter t can,
with smaller draught of water, carry heavier car-
goes, and this means a saving of money to the
owners. An initial saving is effected in the con-
struction of the crafi, for her hull does not need
to be made sufficiently strong to resist the unpleas-
&nt and injurious jarring of the machinery, a con-
dition demanding the very opposite treatment in a
boat.

Broadway, from Rector-st. to the park, was
ordered surveyed in 1790 for the purpose of re-
paving it. The work was begun in the middle
of the year, and when finished the street had
brick sidewalks, “which enhanced its value as a |
thoroughfare” and led to the establishment on !
it four years after of the first building in the
city covered with a slate roof. It was known
as the City Hotel, and its erectlon was consid-
ered quite enterprising in the old days, as it
occupled the entire block between Thames and
Cedar sts., “and was the loftiest edifice of the
kind in the city ™ 1t was the scene of public
balls, dinners, concerts and festivities; in fact,
the fashionable resort of the town. It stood
long into the first half of the last century, with
the result which usually follows progress. A
stage establishment, standing on the block be-
tween Cedar and Liberty sts, followed the erec-
son of the City Hote!, and on the next block,
extending to Cortlandt-st., fine bulldings and
stores were erected, among them those of John
Jacob Astor, fur merchant; James H. Kipp,
merchant; Jacobus Bogart, baker, and John B.
Dash, jr., iron merchant.

The bulldings spoken of were not superior to
those standing between Cortlandt and Fulton
it is sald, and some of them were less
pretentious. During the years between 1796 and
1815, however, the character of the locality had
changed, and some of the old gave way to the
new when the retail and shopping trade had ob-
talned a foothold, and the character of the
structures was made to conform to the business
rather than the residential idea. The valuation
of property about 1815 from No. 123 to 207
Broadway is of interest. It ranged from $90,000
for the City Hotel at No. 128 to $10,000 for the
drygoods store which stood at No. 207.

The fashionable shopping side of Broadway
fn the beginning of the last century, and, in-
deed, well Into the middle of it, was the west,
and the improvement {n architecture was also
more rapid there.

From Vesey-st. to Duane-st. on Broadway was
imprdved but little until the inclosure of the

Fields and their establishment as a park, In

1785, When it was first surveyed in 1760 from
S Garden House to the ground of
Widow Rutgers,” it was ramed Great
George-st,, and for thirty years thereafter was
so called. On its west side was the church farm,
and on it8 east the Flelds and the burying
ground for negreoes. The church farm extend-
ad from Fulton-st. to near Duane, and west to
the Norih River. The Dutch West India Com-
pany in the early days set apart this ground
to be tilled for the uses of their public officers
anrd the garrison in the fort, and it was so used
until the overturning of the government of the
colony by the English, when it becama their
property, and was called the King's Farm.
Lord Cornbury, when Governor in 1705, to en-
courage the Estublished Church, granted the |
ground to the corporation of Trinity Church,
which, when Broadway was opened, divided f{t
into strects and lots and ceded the former to
the city. The names of these streets, with the |
exception of Park Place, originally called Rob-
inson-st., are the same as at the tlme the ces-
slon was made,

On the site of the present Astor House stood
the farmhouse of the King's Farm. Its vicissi- |
tudes were many, it is recorded. After its orig-
inal use it became a private dwelling, then a
drovers’ inn, and then a public garden. About |
1794 it gave place to the home of John Jacob
Astor, and in 1838 the Astor House was bullt
on the ground. “Where the two roads meet,”
was the designation given by one of the old
farmhouse’'s occupants, Cornelius Vandenberg,
in his advertisement in December, 1747, notl-
fying the public “that I design to set out as
Albany post, for the first time this winter, on
next Thursday. All letters to go by me are to
be sent to the Postoffice, or to my house near
the Spring Garden.”

A record of 1760 shows the lease of four
lots on the southwest corner of Murray-st. for
twenty-one years, at a rental of £8 a year—ths
first lease of Trinity Church property along
Broadway.
