It is con-
tended, would bsj accomplished aa w%U with the
Russian ships disabled and the lives of human
beings saved. By moat naval officer* this prop-
osition Is characterized as benevolently absurd.

Russian Successes Expected When
Land Fighting; Begins.

[raoif the TRißtr>rE BrnEAn.]
Washington, April 18.

—
American army offi-

cers generally have reached the conclusion that

Russia in this war must find her salvation Inen-
gagements on land. They believe, of course,

that the Japanese have now gained a material
advantage by their victories on the water, and

that possibly the situation for them will be
made the easier on land by their naval success.
The problem Is not by any means settled, say

army officers, by the Japanese control of the sea.
The removal of the Russian ships of the Port

Arthur fleet from the scene of activity would
enable the Japanese to land an army unimpeded

in the transportation of the troops by water,

but military experts look with some confidence
for a great setback for the Japanese as soon
aa the land fighting begins. It Is regarded as
admirable and sagacious strategy of the Jap-

anese to retain their positions In Corea, but It

Is considered a hazardous undertaking to pene-
trate into Manchuria, of which a single element

of weakness would be a lengthening of the line
of travel for their supply trains. The Russians
are practically on their own territory, where
they have prepared for a siege.

It has been suggested by some officers that it
may be the Russian game to retreat before the
Japanese advance and entice the enemy well Into

Manchuria and then accomplish their defeat by a
movement by cavalry on tha rear of the Jap-

anese. The scheme must have aleo appeared to
the Japanese as the most likelyRussian manoeu-
vre, and It may be that this anticipation of the

Russian plan will lead the Japanese to remain

in the security of the Corean mountains, where
thry are probably by this time strongly placed
and invulnerable npalnst Russian attack. The
prompt retreat of the Russians from the Corean
bank of the Yalu River appears to officers here

to confirm the opinion that Russia Is anxious to

get the Japanese troops across the boundary

and far enough from the river to permit of flank

movements.
