How real this nether world was to our
forefathers may de seen from the fact that evem in
the e.xrii- part of the last century it was Y
proposed to Hymboldt that he should undertake an
expedition to the Arctic Circle in quest of the main
fnxmnco which legend and tradition nad located

All these tricksy piays of the world's childish
fancy have died out, and cave exploring is not now
the excitement it was. But it is not without it in-
terest still: The existing underground wonders of
the world are practically Inexhaastible, and even if

Were not, the ferces of nature are at
work oreparing new surprises. Proaaly A
there 2re two of these forces—one “the rough, .
Sea, " always thundering further and furt into
the rocks at their weakest points, and the other

“the gentle rain from heaven.” stealing softly
down through grass and heather, vineyvard and
cornfield, and eating away the rocks beneath as
gently and imperceptibly, but quite as inexorably,
as rust corrodes iren. Raln water as {t reaches the
ground s aimost rure. It has only the slightest In-
gredient of carbonie acid. gathered from the atmos-
phere, and perhaps just a suspicion of sulphur snd
one or two other things too trivial to be worth
mentioning. But when this almost absolutely -
rain water comes in contact with decaying lgl
and vegetable matter In the =oil it picks up a great
deal more carbonie acld. and wherever it
down through lime rocks this carbolic acid In
water eats its way into the rocks by
combining with the iime. Sir Archibald Getkie telly
us that the mineral spring of the Old Well at
vields every minute 126 #allons of water, and t
every gallon contains 184 erains of =olid
eaten away from the rocks it has passed through.

Now this corrosive process fis x on all over
the world wherever rain water finds its way down
through limestone rocks. and it is not m
th ore, *o find that régions in which
abound are famous for their wonderful caw
Let one small stream of rain water eat six Iy
tons of solid matter from the heart of a rock every
year and it will not take long to make & very
respectable cave. perhaps to be discoversd some
day by a sheep dropping through a hole amid the
heather, or by some tourist chancing to rest near
a cleft In the ground from which he can hear the
dull, suilen roar of a subterranean river. In the
great Ilimestone formations oé Ken this
process, on century affer century, 3:3
gnawed out vast gallerfes and chambers, the
extent of which Ras never been explored,
some adventurers are sald to have groped t%.
way ten miles in gne direction underground.
entrance to this Tartarus is hy a drop of about
thirty feet into a hole 20 feet long by 150 feet
wide. and its fretted roof hangs 50 feet overhead
This is only the first of a vast range of similar
chambers, one of which is said to cover temn acres
and to tower up 150 feet Into the everlasting
There ars Stygian streame and fearsome
black, sullen lakes down In these awful shades, and
it is said that in these waters aras flsh totally biind.
Haiched and bred here generation after gemeration,
without any nse for their eves. nature has grad-
ually withdrawn the gift of sight. and eyes are
dwindling to extinction.

We have our limestone caverns on this side the
Atlantic. but, of course. we cannot pretem to
the thing on the Kentucky scale. The Peak dis-
triet, as evervhody knows, has been scooped and
hollowed out in the most fantastic way, and so
kave many parts of South Devon and Yorkshire.
One of our famous natural grottes, the Spar Cave
of Skye, has not Improbably been the work of
waves and rain combined. The sea sti'l heats into

A NEST BUILDING FISH.

The Marbled Angler of the Sargasse Sea.

From The Scientific American. - P
btful whether protective mim Ty &
ar{:m,:lzolus better exempilfied than in the case o
the fish commonly known as the marbled angler
of the Sargasso Sea (Pterophryne histrio). ‘Ovtn‘
to its pecullar structure, it s a poor swimmer.
and it. therefore, spends most of its life moving
Slowly about on the bottom among corals, sea-
weed. etc.. which these fishes closely resemble In
color and in outline. They cling. too, to the float-
ing masses of sargassum weed with their pedicu-
lated fins, and the or markings of the fish
closely resemble the weed (tself Not oy does the
weed thus furnish a “"ome for this species, but the
fish actaally comstrm.ts a nest from it. and therein
devosits its erws. One of these nests, found o
connection with the FHassler expedition in WL
was described as consisting of a round mass
saragassum, about the size of two flsts, rolled up
together. To all apnearances it was made o
nothing but this guif weed., the branches
leaves of which wera, however, evidently knit_to-
gether, and not merely tangled Into a rouw
mass: for, though some of the leaves and branches
hung loose from the nest, it became at once visi-
ble that the bulk of the ball was held together by
threads trending In every direction amoog the
seaweed. By cloze observation it became apparent
that this mass of seaweed was a nest, the untr‘.!
part of which was bhiund up in the form of a 1.
with several loos# branches extending in various
sotions. by means of which the whole was kept
ting. On stil] clocer examination the nest above
described was found to be full of eggs, which were
scattéred throughout the mwass
Nature has thus afforded a safs asylum for these
somewhat heipless fishes. whose cutaneous fMla-
ments, which are plentifully provided on the belly,
around the mouth and on the dorsal spine. so
nearly resembling the weed Itself that predaceous
flshes doudtlese fail to recognize the living animals,
and thus the latter sscape extermination.
