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RFLIGIONS OF COREA.

Influence of Confucius and Lao-tse
—When Buddhism Flourished.

Cores, like the greater part of the countries of the
Extreme East, has no civilization peculiar to itself,
writes Alexandra Myrial in “Mercure de France.”
‘The barbarous clans which two thousand years
befors our era occupied the wuntilled wastes
und wild forests of the mountainous peninsula
have produced nothing by their direct evolution.
WArts, sclences, industries, philosophy—the Coreans
have recelved all from China. Contrary to certain
of their nelghbors, notably the Japanese, whose
point cf departure in a considerabie movement,
dn which the special genius of their race was high-
1y manifested, was imitation of Chinese culture,
the Coreans have never been anything but imita-
tors, and clumsy ones, having never succeeded in
equalling their models.

Poorly gifted puplls, they have advanced slowly
since the lessons of their first masters, the Chinese
chiefs, whom they followed in the far off umes of
their prehistoric days. Thelr effort was maintained
down to about the fourteenth century A. D. Then,
upon the fall of Buddhism, everything Cisappeared
together, Industry, the arts and literature, Corean
civilization then underwent a recoll from which
it will never recover. The puplls, too slow witted
to adapt to their needs the models which might
have served them as examples, or to vivify their
Dational life with the superior mentality of thelr
®eighbors, seem, from that date, 10 abandon them-
selves to an unthinking routine, passively accept-
ing their impotence, without appearing to mccount
for it

Whence springs this inferiority? That is too
eomplicated a probicm to be easily solved. and 1
&ball not attempt the solution. The Coreans whom
I bave known have shown, in our conversations,
an intelligence far above the average. Two of
them particularly attracted my attention, The first,
& literary man, entirely Chinese in education, wos
of an open mind, eager for instruction, practical
and matter of fact, in spite of an old foundation
«©of superstition which he carefully concealed. The
wther, & pupil of the missionaries, & son and great-
wrandson of Christian Coreans, having recelved
the hereditary influence of two generations in dai-
rect contact with Occidental ideas, finished Ly re-
Jecting Catholic dogmas, and assiduously read
Blchner, Haeckel and our modern savans. But,
to smpeak truly, these are rare exceptions in Corea,
and a few isolated cases can only jrepare irom
afar the renovation of & race, supposing that it

has in itself the energy necessary to shaking «ff
its torpor.
The attenticn of the Occldentals being called to
Corea at present, there is no lack of well informed
rsons to poriray the general aspect of its terri-
*®tory and the more obvious customs of its inhabi-
tants. It would doubtiess be superfluous for me to
describe the surroundings of the royal residence of
Beoul, the streams crossed by little bridges, orna-
'‘ments of Its gardens, the lotus covered pond in
wrhich the summer palace is mirrored, or the streets
©f the capital, obstructed by q es, and the
national costume of the coolies or of the fashion-
able natives.

NO NATIONAL BELIEF.

Apart from sll these wholly external details, there
mre others of & more intimete character, and not
the less interesting to us, touching closely the soul
©f the nation, and more adapted to revealing its
true mentality. They have relation with the relig-
fous or phiiosophical concepts and the material
manifestations to which they give rise. It is to a
succinet study of some of the religious bellefs
and customs honored in the ngdom of Corea that
I shall devote these pages.

Have the Coreans a religion? No, if we take this
term in its ordinary acceptation. Among them, as

+ mmong the Chinese, the elite of the population are
attached to the doctrine of Confucius. Now, we
know that the teachings of this philosophy bear
only upon uestions ef social order, establish-
dng a sort of & lay moral code, qualified, according
%o it, to regulate the different relationships of men
with each other for the greatesi good of the whole
nation.

There is no metaphysical side to the doctrines of
Confucius, His practical and utilitarian spirit never
feit the need of resting his precepts upon a super-

natural authority, nor of overleaping the narrow |

Jimits of the earth and of human knowledge 1o
plunge into the infinite beyond and to people it at
the pleasure of his reveries. The capita! interroga-
tions, the base of all religious systems, What is the
origin of the universe? Whence comes man?
Whither does he go’—these seem to have inter-
ested him very little, even admitting that he ever
put such questionz to himself. The only immor-
tality whick “o recognizes is that of the memory
of the sage , of the savans, of those who are sig-
nalizéd by -xtraordinary acts of civie virtue, of a
humanitar. n or domestic #haracter. To this sur-
vival of their name, promised to exceptional men,

pcius adds, for the humble anonyms, the pious
7 ‘mn which thelr descendants will hold them
2.y generations. Upon the whaole, the future
» of the Confucianist s pummed up in the little
Tunerary tablet on which his name will be engraved
and which, according to what his personality shal
have b will find a place on the family altar or

will be dée'nxcd worthy of the hospitality of a public |

temple.

If the official disciples of the famous Chinese
philosopher give themselves up to certain sacrifices,
certain rites which serve to give the illusion of a
worship, there 13 nothing in these manifestations
but & remnent of the supersti*ions which were an-
terior to their master, and which he, In his disdain
for all extramundane sneculat . d1d not econ-
demn. Msany of them, @oubtless, appeared to him
by the very vagueness of the bellefs that inspired
them, adapted to constitute civio celebrationg
which ghould rally the entire population of the em-

re.

ATMOSPHERIC CIRCULATION.
