Exeoutive Committee Asks for $550,000 for
New Buildings and Installations.

In the cljsrhth annual report of the executive com-
mittee of the New-York Zoological Bociety, issued
on Friday, plans were urged for new buildings and
Installations In Bronx Zoological Park, calling for
an appropriation of $550,000. The committee asks
the Board of Estimate and Apportionment to ap-
propriate this sum in the next two years, in view
of the increased attendar.ee at tho park. In the
last year It exceeded I.SGO.ODO, pays the report, an
Increase of more than 69 per cent in the last year.

Tho proposed Improvements Include the comple-
tion of Baird court and concoursa. completion of the
sea lion pool, erection of an elephant house, a lake-
side restaurant, ndditional sheep lnclosures. avla-•r pheasants, grouse, cranes and eagles; ex-. to wolf drns, tropical deer house; comple-
Uon of motor rocni; tnclosure for wild horses, cat-
tle and twine; an Altai wapiti house; hospital boathouse ami entrance at West Farms; new roads,
waiks and planting.

Mr. Pallas, among other things, touches on park
fence advertising. If a citizon owns land "fronting
upon or adjacent to any public park, parkway.
square or place," ha cannot cruet a fence "in or
about it" until a plan showing the height, char-
actrr and method of construction has been sub-
mitted to the Commissioner, approved by him, and
a written permit has been issued for tha work.
Nor may tho owner of such property rent adver-
tising space without tha Comrniss'onor's permission
and approval of the advertising device it is de-
sired to use.

By the exploitation of these rules concerning th*
private property -of a citizen, where the property
happens to front upon park Pites. Commissioner
Pallas is in position to dictate the nature of ad-vertising material thnt Is to hn used. Doubtless
whlski a or corset "ads" would shock thepriety in i .ifappear-
ing on property fronting ._ t v i.s likely
he would advise all such advertisers to apply toMoNamara & Co.. proprietors of the Brvant Park
fence advertising.

Less than Half of Force Went Out, and tho
Places Were Filled.

Cambridge, Mbbs., April JO—Less than half the
force of waiters In Memorial Hall, at Harvard Uni-
versity, struck to-day in an attempt to enforce a
demand either for shorter hours or for an Increase
In wages. The strikers numbered forty-two of the
one hundred men tnt} loyid In the diningroom, and
as new waiters were on hand to fill the vacant
places the etrvl^e was not Interrupted.

The directors had refused to consider the waiters'
demand, anj the waiters announced that they
would Ftrike at noon to-day. Itis thought that asnot naif of the men Joined in the movement, andthe places of those who went out were quicklyfilled, the trouble will soon end.

121,024 to the Btato Insurance Coirmlssioner for an
examination of Its affairs, end that it had been,

ordered to show cause why its license should not
be discontinued.

Judge Seaman to-day ordered Insurance Commls-
steoer Host to show cause on May 9 why a pre-
liminary injunction should not bo granted restraln-
tnc him and his agents lrom interfering with theright of the Insurance, company to do business in
the State.

Itis believed
that the, company's books v.ere removed on April15.

The adjournment of the Federal Bank and Globe

Keen, Jn sw-Tork, Is the rightful receiver of thecompany, and us to whether the United States

GLOBE SAFES EMPTY.

McAvoy Also Gives Grant Place in
Police Parade.

Ho wrote that Josephine had applied
to him for shelter, and that she was anxious to
get home, as the was tired of being a newsboy.

When the girl left her home, after cutting her
hair and donning boy's attire, she came to New-
York. found a home in the Newsboys' Lodging
House and began selling papers at the Manhattan
end o* the Brooklyn Bridge.

Believes He WillEventually Solve

the Problem of Aerial Navigation.
Washington. April 30.—Professor Ak-xander Gra-

ham Bell to-day pave at Columbia Station, a Vir-
ginia Buburb of Washington, an exhibition of the
tetrahedral kite which he believes to be the secret
of aerial navigation. The demonstration was
made to the members of tha National Geographic
Society, of which Professor Bell was formerly pres-
ident. Tiie wind was light, and therefore the
trla!« were not co successful as some which have
beer, made Inprivate, but concerning -which much
has been written by the Inventor and other sci-
entists. Three sixtoen-oell kites, each said to have
a sustaining power of seventy-five pounds, were
sent to heights varying from 400 to 1,100 feet, but
the wind was so uncertain that the tests were not
regarded R3 satisfactory.

Preceding the exhibition Professor Kell explained
briefly what ho is doing at Cape Breton, where he
has his laboratory. He said that the experiments
there were on a much larger er-ale. but that the
idea would be apparent from an examination of
the tetrahedal kites used In the local demonstra-
tions. The manner cf construction of the kites
from the first light sticks or aluminum, tubes <o
the finished kite was shown. The nlumtnum tubes
or sticks ore eight inches long. Three are
\ sed to form a triangle, and then three more are
Jointed to the ends of the first triangle ar.d formed
together at a common apex, making a figure bound-
ed by four triangles. Other cells or the same size
and weight are then tnken until sixteen form a
tetrahedal kite the same shape ns the first cell.
Weight Is saved In putting the cells together !y

using one stick only where two cells are fitted to-
gether, bo that, while one triangle require* three
rods, tyro triangle can be made from fHe. rods.
When covered with silk, ea the kites are, the two
triangles have twice the resistance rower of one.
but one-sixth less weight than two ordinary trl<-
ar gles. The same principle of saving weight Is con-
tinued further In forming the tetrahedal, the idea
being that by making It large enough and continu-
ing to save weight a auMaliiin? power will be pos-
sible, so that a motor and a man c;tn be carried. It
has been asserted this has been proved at thsCape Breton lfthoratory, nnd the trials to-day have< th<» publlo the Br»t general understanding
of how It is dono. I'rolessor Bell said tho motor
would eventually take the place* of the kite string.
