TEL MANILA TARIFF DECISION.
The decision of the Court ofClaims in the suit

of Warner, Barnes A.- Co. against the United
State!" Is of interest as a judicial vindication of
the policy of the naw nl. sad as a tnrtfttsr
definition of those "-war powers" which are too
cotnraouly regarded as vaguely elastic. Briefly
elated, the rase was this: After the acquisition
of the Philippines by the I'nited States und'-r
tie Treaty of Paris, )>ut befim the <siahlish-
inent of civil goveninn-ut or the enactment ef
tariff laws for the Philippines by Coogrcaa,
duties were collected upon Importations from

the United States. Tit. plaintiffs claimed that
these were Illegal aijishould be refunded, be-
cause at that time the Philippines were owned
Ly tho United States and were not a foreign

oountrr. Tbo decision of the Court of Claims
fully sustains the gvvwunesjft, declaring the
duties to have been legally levied and collected.
Itfollows inpart the precedent set in the Porto
Blco case* but distinguishes the situation of

the Philippines from that of Porto Rico, where
It"was held after the ratification of the treaty

of peace the military authority had no power
to exact duties. Porto Rico was then at peace.

This latest decision goes thus somewhat fur-
ther than Its predecessors in respect to the
f.peclflc grounds on which tho imposition of
the duties is justified. It i* not that the
Constitution and laws of the limed States had
not ret been extended to the Philippines, but
that the Philippines were in a state of war and
were under military rule. Civil law was sus-
pended. Military law prevailed. The military
authorities had the right to blockade the in-
aulax ports against all commerce, or to presort
the conditions on which commerce would be
permitted to enter them. Having such powers,
th« lullitsrj authorities had the legal rl~ht to
levy duties upon commerce. These duties, then,

"re levied not under the statutes of the United
States, nor by virtue of any civilauthority, but
as a war measure. They were exacted by the
•Military authorities as prerequisite to the con-
duct of commerce and es a contribution to the
foods needed for the prosecution of the war.

The logic and the equity of that decision will,
we think, be generally convincing, and the de-
cision itself willbe regarded with gratification.

The Military Tournament in Madison Square

ITALY-OX-TIIECROTOy.

The Interesting Inquiry 1* raised, for New-
York's consideration, whether the. sanitary con-
ditions of a camp of Italian laborers are likely
to be superior to those of a well kept and
orderly American village community. The cir-
cumstance which at present gives rise to it,not
for the first time, is briefly this:

Some years ago a village on one of the chief
tributaries or the Crotoa River was condemned
and obliterated, not because of any exception-
oily unsanitary practices or conditions, but be-
cause the existence of any village, however
clean and neat, in so close proximity to the
water Supply was thought to be a menace to
the health of this city. The site of that village
has now reverted to the condition of a primitive
wilderness, save as intersected by a few rural
roads. Still further to safeguard the purity of
the water, the city authorities have forbidden,
and prevent with the menace of fines, any bath-
ingin that stream or even boating or fishing. At
the present time, however, important engineer-
Ing works, Buch as road building and railroad
improvement, are in progress there, requiring
the services of many workmen. To facilitate
such operations camps and barracks for the ac-
commodation of Borne hundreds of men have
basal established near where the old village
stood, within pistol shot of the banks of the
stream and draining directly into it. More
than that, tho stream Is constantly used by
these workmen for bathing and for laundry
purposes. This 6tato of affairs must be perfect-
ly well known to the city authorities, but they
&I;*ar to regard It "with equanimity and ap-
proval Wherefore wa must conclude that they
think a railroad or en^riefriDg camp occupied
by scores or hundreds of Italian laborers, with
only the most prlmirlr* sanitary arrang«m«nt-»,
in not at all a menace to the purityoia gtraam!

The sole abject Of g loniy effort which Is now
seen to have been as imperative as it was high
minded has been, through an honest exposure
of abuses, to rehabilitate a discredited and de-
caying institution which ought to be rendering
Inestimable services to humanity and to l>e

\u25a01 throughout the world. It can never
attain that standing until public confidence has
been thoroughly restored, and, in our opinion,
public confidence never can or ought to be re-
stored until the American National Red Cross
Las broken completely and Irrevocably with its
ruinous past and judgment has been untiinch-
ingly pronounced against the wreckera.

RED CROSS REORGAXIZATIOX.
Judicious persons who take an unselfish in-

terest in the work that the American National
Red Cross was organized to carry on caimot be
satisfied with the reported results of the in-
quiry Into its management by the committee of
which Senator Proctor is chairman.

Another marked contrast between the future
and the past will relate to the way in which
the money spent will be applied.

"Walsh presents a pathetic bat doubtless truth-
ful picture of the wast-; which has occurred
along the canal route, mainly from the action
of the damp air upon disused machinery, steel
rail*:, cars, locomotives, dredges and other
appliances have go softened through rust that
they are practically worthless. A minor ele-
ment of loss resulted from the employment Of
valuable machinery as foundation material for
workmen's houses, but the chief trouble came
from a combination of bad management, neg-
lect and dampness. Mr. Walsh thinks that the
capital which has been sunk in these two ways
can hardly be less than 180^000^000! Well,
such a thing will be out of the question under
the new regime. When practical operations are
once begun they will be pushed with a vigor
that will astonish Europe. There will be a
studious adaptation of means to ends which
willpreclude the Importation of needless mech-
anism. Whatever tools and other equipment
are taken to the scene of action will be kept
from rust by either constant use or proper care
when Idle. Finally, the commission which will
supervise the work can be safely trusted to

exercise bucJi vigilance that misappropriation
and extravagance willbe impossible.

Bo thoroughly have the canal site and proj-
ect been studied by the advisers of the United
States government that few engineering prob-
lems yet remain to be solved in connection
with this mighty undertaking. One relates to
the situation of the huge dam that willcreate
Luke Bohio. At the place provisionally select-
ed It would be necessary to sink caissons for
the foundations to a depth of 128 feet. Hith-
erto no such caissons have gone lower than
115 feet. To avoid the necessity for facing
new difficulties Ithas been suggested that by
putting the dam further upstream or down-
stream It will be practicable to find bedrock
at 115 feet. If a special exploration for this
purposo has not already been made, itIs proba-
ble that Itwill Boon be ordered. Again, there
still appears to bo some difference of opinion as
to the height to which Itwill be Judicious to
liftvessel* by locks.

WORM AT PANAMA.

precedents established there One of the most
important ailvanc.fi, without duiibf. will be In
the provision made fur the health <>f the work-
men and engineers employed there. Though
the mortality which attended the building of
the Panama Railway has probably been over-
rated, and unduly pessimistic opinions have
been uttered regarding the prevalence of <iu-
ease in that vicinity, it cannot be denied thnt
the whole region is fearfully uninviting from
a sanitary point of rtew. IWor* much new
excavation or construction is done, however,
radical changes win i>" made. Both Colon and
Panama ure to have adequate sewers nn.i nn
ample water supply, and it is annom .1 that
wholesome water will also be furnished to the
men all tho way from one end of the canal
route to the other. In a recent report to the
director of the Marine Hospital Service in
Washington, i>r. J. C. Perry declared that four-
tiftlis of the sickness on the isthmus Is pre-
ventable. The full benefit of the precautions
about to be adopted will not, of course, be felt
until after th-* completion of the canal Itself,
yet a material reduction in both illness and
mortality may i><> anticipated after the first
year or two.
