KUROPATKIN'S PLANE.

Officers of the general staff =ay that the jand-
ing of the Japanese army on the peninsula and
the investment of Fort Arthur clarify the situ-
gtion and the problem General Xuropatkin must
solve. Had Kuropatkin had his way before the
sar, it is said, he would have abandoned Port
Arthur, withdrawn further to the north, and
waited until his army had become overwheiming
in its strength, when he would have moved for-
wvard. but this was made impossible in conse-
guence of the injaries sustained by the Port
Arthur fleet and the impossibility of the de-
parture of the fieet from Valadivostok with a
superior Japanese force outside that port. There-
fore, the commander in chief is waiting at Liao-

FALL UNDER OWN GUNS.

One Hundred and Eighty Russians
Shot by Mistake.

Tokio, May 6.--General Kuroki in reporting
vesterday tells of a bloody encounter in the
Russian retreat on Sunday last, when a large
force of Russians mistook a small body of their
own men for Japanese, killing and wounding
180 of them.

The question being debated was the substitution
of the minority report of the committee on reso-
lutions for the majority report.

Per-
sonalities were bandied back and forth, the attack
on ex-Governor Waller accompanying charges that
he had deserted the party in 1896, Much of the
actual debate hetween the chief participants in the
incident was unheard in the uproar, but their ac-
tions could be seen.
