UPHOLDS THE HIGHER CRITICISM.

There has been held In this city in th« last
week a three days' convention. Its makeup and
Its object seem to DM somewhat remarkable;
it baa assui the name of the American Bible
league; its adject is announced to be to come
to the defence of the Bible, to rescue it from
the destructive effects of modern criticism. I>r.
Patton, the president of the Princeton Theologi-
cal Seminary, is at Its head. Iwas Interested
to notice the ranee of its membership. It is
chiefly made up of those representing the Pres-
byterian. Lutheran and the Dutch Reformed
churches, and with one or two each from the
Baptist and Congregational bodies.

It asserts that at the present time the Bible
is being assaulted, and that the neat truth of
divine revelation is in danger. They seem to
suppose that they are coming to the rescue of
Ood'S truth: that it is in peril and that they
can re-establish the Ideas which were once
prevalent.

No on» is atta-king the Bible. We are sim-
ply trying to find out what it is— '•> find out the;
reality of the religious life, the reality of the
different claims in different parts of the world
to religious guidance.

These gentlemen have made a most lamenta-
ble mistak*. They have identified certain intel-
lectual theories, a certain set of intellectual be-
liefs, with God's word, and have claimed that
these? dogn had ba*-k of them the Almighty.
They are trying to turn the world from the
twentieth century back to the sixteenth. They
are trying to rmike us accept what the scholar-
ship of the world has outgrown.
If Iwere compelled to believe that God holds

me responsible for Adam's sin. and that the im-
mense majority of the world is doomed to ever-
lasting torment, and that only a selected few
here and there are to enter Into eternal felicity.
Imichf bow my h<\i.l and accept it.but Icould
not rejolea in it. It is barbarous.

The men who try to make us accept such
dogmas .ir» the real infidels of the world, and
it is Infidelity which they are creating \u25a0 hun-
dred times more thar that which they call by
the name Th*-. bava no real belief in God, no
real belief in the truth >>f the word. They do
not beJieie that they can trust to free and open
investigation, they have no belief in the integ-
rityof the mind. They would shut out their «'•\u25a0-

called revelation from light,from study, because
they do not really trust that it. can b*ar It.
