New-Haven, Conn.,, May 10.—To choose delegates
to the national convention at Chicago, the Re-
publican State Convention was called to order as
a temporary organization at the Hyperion Theatre
to-night. Congressman Frank B. Brandegee as
temporary cnalrman delivered an address dealing
almost entirely with national affairs and their re-
jation to the Republican party. Much enthusiasm
was aroused, and the business necessary to making
permanent the organization when it reassembles to-
morrow was transacted without delay.

As was the case at the Democratic convention In
Hartford last week, reorganization of the
Btate central committee entailed the holding of
thiriy-five Senate cauciLfeg, each to name a mem-
ber of the three convention committees, and in ad-
dition a member of the committee on rules. The
committea resolutions drafted the platform,
which is expected to be en adaptation of that pre-
aented to th: Rhode Island Republican convention.

North Side Board of Trade Men See
Him About Port Chester.

A delegation citizens from the North Side

Board of Trade, headed by President Albert E.
Davis, with five aldermen from New-Rochelle,
called on Mayor McClellan yesterday. President

Davis explained that they wanted the Mayor to
use his influence to get the Board of Aldermen to
take action on the proposed Port Chester franchise
without further delay. The Mayor sald he did
not think it proper for him to interfere at this
time. According to the Mayor, one of the dele-
gation said:

“If you do not write an emergency message to
the Board of Aldermen, urging tnat they at once
take actlon on this important matter, we shall con-
sider that you are swayed by the same mysterlaus
influence that seems to be blocking the Board of
Aldermen.”

“Sir,"” the Mayor replled, **do you mean that as a
threat? I must bid you good day, sir,” and started
to leave the room.

Another member of the delegation hurried after
the Mayor, and explained that the language used
had ben unfortunate, and assured him that nothing
was meant by it.

“If it was not a threat,” the Mayor replied, *“the
man who was speaking does not understand the
use of the English language."

The delegation consisted of President Davis,
Dave Hennen Morris and John De Hart, of the
North Side Board of Trade, and Aldermen Steele,
Keeling, Cowles, Kuchler and Kallenderd, of New-
Rochelle.

Albert 1. Davis, president of the North Side
Board of Trade, gave this version of the incident:

We had previously sent to the Mayor resolutions
passed by our board urging him to send in to the

Board of Aldermen a speclal message urging ac-
tion on the Port Chester Rallroad franchise, and

we called to-day by appointment and saw the
Mayor. His Honor told us that he did not con-
sider it his province to dictate to the Board of

Aldermen; that he thought It was more orderly for
him to walt untll they had acted and had sent
the ordinance to him in regular form. I asked him
if there was not enough precedent in the acts of
other mayors and, in the custom of the Governor
and of the FPresident, to send emergency mes-
eages to the legislature and to Congress, respec-
tively, to warrant his taking such action in a
matter that vitally affected four hundred thousand
citimens of the elty.
