SUIT OF NORMAL GIRILS.

Board of Examiners Must Show Cause of
Refusal of Licenses.

Efforts for a peaceful settlement of the dispute
between the Board of Eduwcation and the hundred
graduates of the Normal College whose licenses
were refused by the City Superintendent of Schools
last summer having failed, the matter will be
carried Into the courts, and the board of exam-
iners of the Board of Education will be compelled
to show cause why a writ of mandamus should
not issue commanding them to grant the licenses
in question. The order to show cause, at a special
term of the Supreme Court to be held on May 20,
was signed yesterday by Justice Blschoff, ard was
issued on the application of Mabe! V. Price, who
is acting on behalf of the unlicensed graduates,
Hawkins & Delafleld are the counsel.

The polnt at issue in this case appears to be the
construction to be put upon the term “entire
course,” as used In reference to the curriculum of
the Normal College. Dr. Maxwell and the board
of examiners say that, although these young women
were graduated and received the degree of Bache-
lor of Arts from the Normal College, they did not
take the entire course at that institution. Henoa
the board of examiners demanded an academic ex-
amination, which the young women omitted to take.
Miss Price and her classmates claim and are pre-
pared to prove that they did take the entire course,
and that, in any case, they were expressly and
officlally informed that they need not takes any
academio examination, either from the city super-

On February 6. 1903, the notice just referred to
was issued, and in this certain classes of applicants
for licenses were exempted from the academic ex-
amination, notably such as had takn the “entim
course” at a normal college “located within the
city of New-York, authorized by law to grant de-
grees, and approved by the State Superintendent
of Public Instruction for the professional training
of teachers.” Relying on this later and official
statement, and with the advice of various members
of the college staff, who Interpreted it in the same
way, the majority of the members of the class
omitted to take the academic examination, with
the resuit with which the public is famillar—~they
were reported “Ineligible. (?) academic.”

Most of the foregoing is set forth in the swom
statement of Miss Price in her application for the
writ of mandamus, and she adds that in Septem-
ber, 1808, a license to teach as a substitute teacher
was Issued to her, signed by the City Superin-

Since the refusal of these licenses it has been
frequently stated that the City Superintendent of
Schools has discretionary power in the ma but
in the correspordence which has heen going on
since March 1 betwéen the Board of Education and
Mr. Delafield this is expressiy denied. In a lettsr
to Mr. Man Mr. Delafleld says that there is noth-
ing in the charter which authorizes the city super
Intendent to exercise an arbitrary discretion in tha
granting or withholding of a license. The law and
the bylaws adopted pursuant to the law declare
how the eligibility of a candidate shall be deters
mined. And when the eligibility of a cand!date i3
determined in the manner prescribed by the law,
the act of the board of examiners in issuing a
license 1s merely ministerial. The law declares
that the city superintendent may, in his discretion,
license certain classes of persons without exam-
ination. To that extent, and within the class of
persons described in the statute, he may determine
who is eligible.

The only result of the negotiation with ths Board
of Education was the decision on ths part of
committee on bylaws and legislation that, what-
ever the merits of the case, it could not restrain
