TORPEDOES IN WARFARE.

How These Engines of Destruction Are
Operated.

Hudson Maxim, in The Woman's Home Companton.

Where thera is a very strong demand for an in-
vention, ditficulties which at first seem Iinsur-
mountable are frequently overcome. When the
heavy armor clad had advanced to a position ef
commandﬂnf fmportance in naval service, the
necessity of some form of torpedo was immediate-
Iy recognized, by which it could be attacked under
water upon tha unprotected hull below the ap-
mored beit. The modern Whitehead torpedo, gen-

erally known as the automeobile torpedo, because
it is gel opelling, may, perhaps, justly be com-
sidered the most wonderful of all modern weapons.,
This torpedo consists of a strong steel cylinder-

somewhat in the form of a cigar, being about 18
inches in diameter and about 18 feet in {onzth. It
carries In its front end a charge of about 200
pounds of high explosive, provided with a percus-
sion fuse, by which it is exploded when it strikes
the side of a warship. The main body of the
cylinder is filled with compressed air, forced in by
powerful air pumps, until a pressure of about
1,50 pounds to the square inch is attained. Im-
mediately rearward of the air chamber is the driv-
ing mechanism, which is run by the comp

air, which In turn drives the propellers for foreing
the torpedo through the water. A rudder is pro-
vided for keeping the torpedo on a straight course.
A gyroscope is employed for operating the steer-
ing mechanism, and this device is one of the most
ingenious known to modern seience. The least
deviation from the stralght course is instantly cer-
rected, and the torpedo travels through the water
as straight as an arrow.

The compressed air, of course, is soon exhaust
but it will last for about one minute, and drive the
torpedo in that timae a distance of about half &
mile. In other words, the speed of the torpedo is
about half & mile a minute. Now, as this s
