J. M. Walden. of Cincinnati: W. F. ICallalleu, of
Beaten, and J. H. Vincent. of Zurich. Switzerland,
found* r of the Chautauqua organization. Bishop
<". D. Fos«>, of Philadelphia, who was recommended
Iy the Committee on Episcopacy for retirement,
will rrmala on the effective list.

The diplomacy of Bishop IfcCabe. the presiding
officer, averted wild disorder when the report of
th- Episcopacy Committee was read. The report

vas considered In two sections, the first of which
was adopted In open session. This section con-
tained a list of the names of bisnops regarded as
effective. When a vote was ordered one member
arofo and accuse,! Dr. Buckley of attempting to put
through a gag programme to stifle the voice of the
'••inference on one of the most Important matters
under its consideration. A motion to lay on tbe
table the first section of the report was lost.

I>r. Buckley then read a list of bishops proposed
by th<- eptseopacy committee, of which he Is chair-
man, for .superannuation. He named Bishops An-
drew*. Waldt-n. Mallalic-u. Vincent and Foss. From
the wording of the report II v..is impossible to de-
termine positive!} whether Bishop Foss was recom-
mended for r»-tlr« m.-?; The bishop whose fat«»as in ii..- balance rase and SSfced permission to
confer with the chairman of the committee.

With features displaying anxiety and eagerness
the venerable bishop from Philadelphia held a hur-
ried whispered conference with Dr. Buckley, the.
nature of which was made known at once. The
bishop had Inquired whether an early tentative
vote in committee on hi* retirement had been pup-
plemented !jy a positive expression of the com-
miitee.

A SHAME.

School Authorities Discourage His Research
Into the Quick Hatching of Eggs.

John E. Murphy, Janitor of Tv.\ lie School No. 5.
Queens, some time ni?o derided that ho and blfl
family could not possibly exist properly on his
salary of $1,100 \u25a0 year, to he ret up an Incubator
in an open closet In the eoalbln at new Publi:
H<h"ol No. 5. attached It to the gaspipe and began

to raise chickens.
The first twenty-four ep^s hatched out success-

fully, and then Murphy thought he would hatch
the next batch in three weeks. Instead of four, by
raising the temperature 25 per cent At the end
of the tlirre weeks he turned out of the Incubator
twenty-four well cooked unhatched chickens. Un-
willingto giv^ up his theory without a thorough
tost, he got twenty-four duck eggs, and set them,

in due time two ducklings pecked tinIr way tv>

daylight, but the others had succumbed to tho
heat. Within \u25a0 month one of the duekUngt,

died from tuberculosis, brought about by tho
change of temperature. A week !.it>r a l>anil
of unscrupulous boys punolned the aole sur-
vivor of the duck farm, and rarrie<l it to a neigh-

boring mudpuddle. After this Murphy gave up the
plan of raising poultry.

Later, when he was called to account for break-
ing the bylaw of the board which prohibits jani-

tors from keeping- fowls on the school mises, he
called to the minds of the authorities the tart that
the janitrcss of another school In Queens was
known to have In her school a caged canary. "If
you let h«-r k»t-p a canary, why can't i keep
chickens and ducks?" asked Murphy. "I don't sea
why a chicken or a duck is any less of a bird
than a canary."

This able argument failed to convince the au-
thorities, however, and the Elementary School Com-
mittee will prefer charges against him, both for
this and for disposing of a quantity of hooks,
geometry models end crayons.
