In the corridor of tlie building and in Park
Row outside a great crowd had been attracted by

the patrol wagon and the uniformed policemen.

The corridor had to be cleared before the pris-

oners could be taken out.

Inside, according to the police, the scene was
one of activity. Nineteen men stood at as many
telephones, and all were talking. One man was
pacing up and down behind the operators and
was seeming to direct them. Two telegraph in-

struments on a table were clicking busily, and
there was a third instrument that remained idle.

About the walls of the rooms were thirty-two
telephones. The operators were not disturbed
at first by the entrance of the police, and con-
tinued at their places until the detectives rushed
forward and tore the receivers from their hands.

The detectives brushed aside the operators

and took up the receivers. They ?ay they got

returns from the Morris Park races.
Inspector Schmittberger waited until he h<»ard

the clanging of a bell, and then marched the
prisoners In single file to the elevators. The re-
serves of the Oak-st. station were on hand and
with a policeman to eaoh prisoner the men w»-re
taken to the street and placed in the patrol
wagon. The wagon made three trips with pris-

oners to the Oak-st. station and then returned

for the paraphernalia.

The raiding party rode to the seventh floor in
elevators, and went directly to Room Xo. 725.
There was an outer door, which waa easily
opened; then a small reception room, and a door
leading from that to the main office. This lat-
ter doo»- was fastened, and was burst open by
Schmittberger and Hodgins.
