value. One of the statements made officially is that
the assets of the company. In the shape of metals
OSOtshaSd in the furnace bottoms at Xorthport.

Messrs. Taft and Miller, receivers of Daniel 1
Sully & Co.. yesterday decided to refuse the \u25a0>
quest made by Mr. Sully that they demaad 130,000
bales of cotton, which. Mr. Sully declares. wen
still open contracts on the day of the failure, sad
were not Included In the failure. They also n>
fused th«« request of outside creditors, besides the
members of ths Cotton Exchange, for the paysjast
to them, In an equal division, of the full maraas
received.

The receivers stated that they had no power to
carry out the request without a motion or order
from the courts. If they were In favor 0$ and
could recommend such an order to the court, th«r
were not certain it would not result in the loss or
assets they now held. Such a deal la 130,000 bake
of cotton would Involve tit.ooo.ooo to r^.OOO.OCg, sad
the price named which they would have to pay v.
delivery would be about COOO.OOO moro than they
are worth. /

The receivers contend that It la too much of a
speculative affair to recommend to the courts.
They also believe that it would create a comer
In cotton. A single creditor was mentioned who
controlled 23.000 bales of the cotton. Should h*
lender the cotton, the receivers said, it would take$l,7a«.000 to pay for it, or twive the amount of
money they had on hand. They a.so believe it
would require some plan to finance the scheme, *ad
they are ceitain that no bank would back It. The
receivers contend that even if Mr. Suiiy b right
in his contention that the contracts are still o;ea
it would be a default, and that later he could
recover, or his representatives couli recover, fna
the default, whether the receivers make the .**•
niana or not.

The amounts deposited as margin before the CaYure. the receivers say, have been paid over Ir
various banks and trust companies to nuatsrona
creditors, ana they would not be returned on de-
\u25a0anal to the receivers. They will probably not
be returned to the trustees without a final deter-
mination by the courts that the payment con*--
tuted a preference. /
