A law of more than ordinary interest which

AT. UH IS A\n THE MESS.
The curious intimation Is put forth that the

prent World's Fair at St. Louis is unprosperoaa,
Ifnot in danger of failure, because the news-
iipers have not given it sufficient publicity.
Whether it la true or not that tho fair Is In
H'.eii danger, it cannot properly be charged that
the newspapers of the country, even of these
Eastern States, have neglected their duty to
the enterprise.

ItDUSt be borne in mind that the newspapers
are not responsible for tbe fair. They did not
organize it. They are not managing It. and
they are not going out of their way to "boom"
It with "press. agent yarns" and what not,
for that Is pot their business. It would,
moreover, be a sad day for the fair when it
was dependent for success upon the "fake"
schemes of a cheap variety miles'-. It Is
as an exhibition of the art and industry of
tl.e world, and as a commemoration of one
of the greatest events in our history, that th-
fuir is to be commended to public favor: not as
an exaggerated dime museum or as a Tender-
loin with tho lid off. if newspapers have re-
frained from exploiting it In those latter lights,
they bare done it a .service rather than an In-
jury.

The duty of the newspapers toward the fair,
as toward all other enterprises of public in-terest; is to print tho news the news that is
news, and not mere "fakes." To siy that
newspapers wilfullyneglect legitimate nnd im-
portant new* would be to Impeach their com*
man sense. They do not and will not do that,
my more than lawyers will neglect clients or
tradesmen turn their backs upon paying cus-
tomers, It is for the fair and its managers to
tarnish news that the papers will be glad to
print

Now. there are several ways of working for
this tariff reduction on Philippine products.
