terials, as well as tha boiler rooms and galleys, be
l.ned with fireproof material.

Captain llurns. of the Cbnrek-ot station, rtcotn-
mends that the floor space of Battery landing be
enlarged.

Captain Handy recommends that a crow of
twelve deckhands, instead o? six, be employed on
each boat mndliM at the pier at Wool TWenty-
\u25a0SCOOd St. where the boats of the. Iron Steamboat
Company, the Albany Pay I,!ne and the Dreamland
company land.

At the pier nt West Thirty-Bfth-st Captata
HttßMf says many excursions are landed without
previous notice la th* passeiiK«*rs. Th« employes
on these Iwkus, be says, are a. shtftlean lot. who
pay little attention Is their duties after the boats
are. made fast to the pier, and the care of the
liiiKKer.Kers devolves principally on the police. H«
BSjsjSjoats that some action be taken to compel the
proper authorities to acquaint. In proper time, the
passengers nt to what landing willbe made on the
return of the boats, that two patrolmen be detailed
at the pier from ? a. m. to 8 p. m.. and from 3
