
REFUSE TO INSTRUCT FOR PARKER.

, Send Copies of Resolutions to Dele-

gates Mack's Report on South.
The fight of the New-Yjrk anti-Parker men

against the nomination of the judge as Democratic
candidate for President, went on apace yesterday.

Printed copies of the resolutions adopted at the
mass meeting hist Monday evening were mailed
to e^ch delegate to the St. Louis convention who
lives outside cf New-York State. They put em-
phasis on tjic assertion that Jutlge, Parker could

.not carry his tvrr. State, without which his election
is conceded to be Impossible.

A number of new names were added to the list

of those who will go to Bt Louis to make a
fight against Judge Parker's nomination. These
delegates are to pay their own expenses.

"We could send a-: army of men anywhere to
protest again?: anything If we paid their ex-
penses." said Melvin G. I'alHster, a leader of the,
antl-Parkprs. yesterday, to a Tribune reporter.

"But those who carry our t'ght to St. Lou's must
pay their own way. It is a labor of love of party,
and the response we are meeting Is most encourag-
ing. The list of protestantl willprobably be given

out to-morrow.
'•We are not worried by the Farkcr claims of In-

structed delegations enough to elert their mm. If
they are so sure, Why do they say Judjje l'arker

will be nominated by taa third bal'ot? Ibelieve if
he is not nominated on the first ballot he never win
be nominated. Boms of the delegations are not
restricted after the first ballot. They can switch
to another candidate by vote of the majority of the
delegation. After the first ballot great pressure
will be brought to bear, and subsequent balloting
