He is close shaven, and reminds me of
a French abbe l met in Paris. His walk is still
remarkably rapid and resolute, his voice is clear
and resonant.

RALEIGH'S HEAD.

From Notes and Queries.

It would be interesting to know from what
source Mrs. Sinclair derived her information
thet after the execution of Sir W. Ralegh
in Old Palace Yard his head was *“placed on
Westminster Hall.” Had this been carried into
effect it would scarcely have escaped the notice
of contemporary historlans and biographers.
The earliest account of the proceedings that
’Onk place after the beheadal is thus narrated
vv ]\\"’GOM}'I in his “Life of Ralegh,” published
n 178

“His head was struck off at two blows, his
body never shrinking or moving. His head was
shewed on each side of the scaffcld, and then
put into a ped leather bag, and with his velvet
night gown thrown over it, was afterwards con-
veyed away In a mourning coach of his lady's.
His head was long preseried in a case
by his widow, for she survived him twenty-nine
years . . . and after her death, it was kept
also by her son, Carew, with whom it is said te
have been buried.”

We bave the testimony of Bishop G. Goodman
&s to the head having been preserved for many
years, as in his “Court of James I"” he notes.
“I know where his skufl is kept 1o this dar, and
I have kissed it.”

Owing to the circumstance that Carew Ra-
Jegh &t one time possessed an estate in the
parish of West Horsley, Surrey, which he sold
a few years before his death, many writers have
been led to believe thai his remains were in-
terred in the church there, his father's head be-
ing deposited in the same grave. That this is
incorrect is proved partly by the absence of any
entry in the burial register of W est Horsley
Church, but principally/by the fact of his buriel
being thus recorded in the register of St. Mar-
Baret's Churr'x Westmineter: *“1666-7, Jan. 1,
Carey Rawlegh, Esq., kild. m. chancel ”

This seems to indicate that his remains were
placed in or alongside the grave of his father,
According to tradition the heaf of the latter
was deposited with them, and probably in this
case traditien is correct;
possess no definite information respecting it.
