SHARP ATTACK ON “Rip"|MERCHANTS IN DESPAIR.

HAFFEN VERY ANGRY.

New Terms Fived, Howezver, for
Road to Cross Brona Streets.

Tre Board of Estimate yesterday flually
sdopted a resolution of Countrollor Grout fixing
terms on which the New-York, Westchester
Boston Railway will be aliowed to Cross certain
streets in The Bronx. It was supposed that all
concerned had agreed on the terms, and ihe
mer bers of the board were much surprised yes-
terduy, therefore, when O, E. Hughes, of coun-
el for the raliroad, made an additional reguest
for & change in the terms.

Instead of bullding the
River, the company now proposes to ston at
Westchester-ave. and the Southern Bnule\.'urd.
anc there connect with the rapid transit lines—
at that point on an eievated structure. The
terms as originally proposed contzined a clause
providing as follows:

That any portion of the route covered by this
grant which .tgall not be compieted and in full
operation within seven years from the date of
this crdinance shall be deemed to have been
epandonsd, and all rights hereby granted in and
to such portions of said railway shall cease and
Cetermine.

Under this Mr. Hughes said the rallroad
thought that If it ultimately decided not to
bulld the line south of the junction with the
rapid transit road it might have to forfeit all
fts rights to the part already built.

“Do you mean that you don't intend to build

road to the Harlem

your road through to the Harlem River?” shout- |

ed President Haffen,

“lI don't say that we won't build it if we de-
cide ieter that it Is necessary,” sald Mr. Hughes.
“We have asked for consent to builé. We have
never promised that we would do so.”

Mr. Haffen declared:

Then I eay that I have been decelved. I un-
ders'c>d that you would build through to the
river. All of our people understand it that way.
Now rou want to take the least expensive and
most yrofitable part and leave the rest unbuilt.
1 should never have voted for it If 1 had known
that. I charge you wiia deception, sir. The
Board of Aldermen never granted you a fran-
chis: stopping at the point where you want 1o
conrect with the rapid transit railway.

Jr. Hughes explained that the application was
2 good faith, but that kis cliants were unable
at this time, the guestion of east side subways
being unsettled, to decide on a final terminal.
If certein subway lines were established he
kaew nis company wanted to go to the river and
copnect with them. 1f not, there would be no
wea! reason for building that part of the line, and
it probably would be abandoned.

President Fornes agreed that the change made
an entirely different proposition from that voted
on Ly the aldermen.

Controller Grout and other members of the
board seemed to think the position of the com-
pany fair enough.

“You are not candid with us.” maid Mr. Fornes
to Mr. Hughes. “You gave the Board of Alder-
men the impression that you intended to build
& road that would do exactly the work prom-
ised by the Portchester company, and if you had
not done so you never would have received a
franchise from the board™

Mr. Grout asked Mr. Hughes if his company
bad ever promised to go 1o the river.

“No, sir,” he said.

“YTou did, you did” shouted Mr. Haffen.

“I deny that statement, I deny it,” declared
Mr. Hughes.

Centroller Grgut then offered a resolution
which gives the Board of Estimate and Appor-
tionmnent the power at the end of seven years, if
the road between the junction of the Southern
Boulevard and Westchester-ave. and the Harlem
River is not then bullt, to make guch increase
as it sees fit in the terms of compensation agreed
on for the balance of the road. It was 8o car-
rled. President Fornes and President Haffen
voting against the resoclution. The vote was
12 in favor to 4 against.

The charges of mismanagement and cruelty made

ished except in a miid way, and then only when
she deserved punishment. A similar statement was
fade to me by Katie Ebertt, who had been in the
institution and left the home on June 1 of this year.

CHICAGO STRIKE OF 1894

Ex-President Cleveland on the Ac-
tion Taken by His Administration.

In the issue of *“MecClure’'s Magazine” for July
an article eppears, by ex-President (Cleveland, on
“The Government in the Chicago Strike of 1894.”
In course of the discussion of the part taken by
his administration in the labor troubles at that
time he writes:

In the last days of June, 1884, a very determined
and ugly labor disturbance broke out in the city
of Chicago. Almost in a night it grew to full
proportions of maealevolence and danger. Rmuui
and vivlence were hts early accompaniments; anc
it spread so swiftly that within a few days it had
reached nearly the entire Western and Southwest-
ern sections of our country. Railroad transporta-
tion was especially Involved in its attack. The
carriage of [Cnited States mails was Interrupted,
interstate commerce was obstructed, and rallroad
property was riotously destroyed.

This disturbance is oftea called
Strike* It is true that i{ts beginning was in that
city, and the headquarters of those who inaugu-
rated it and directed its operations were located
there; but the name thus given to it is an entire
misnomer, so far as it applies to the scope and
reach of the trouble. Ralilroad operations were
more or less affected In twenty-seven States and
Territories. and in all these the interposition of
the general government was to a greater or less
extent invoked. . . .

The desperate character of this disturbance was
not in the least underestimated by executive offi-
cials at Washington:; and it must be borne in miné
that while menacing conditions were moving swift-
lv and accumulating at Chicagn, lke conditions,
inspired and supported from that central point,
existed in many othar places within the acrea of

the strike's contagion.
Of joourse, it was hoped by tho=e charged with
the responsibility of dealing with the sitnation

that a direct assertion of authority by the marshal
and a resort to the restraining power of the courts
would prove sufficlent for the emergency. Not-
withstanding, however, an anxious desire to avoid
measures more radical, the fact had not been over-
looked that a contingency might occur which
would compel a resort to military force. Thae
to these dispatches of the Attornev General is
found in the determination of the federal nuthori-
ties tn overcome by any lawful and econstitutioral
means all resistance to governmental functions as
related 1o the transportation of malls, the o
tion of interstate commerce and ‘he preservo‘io
of the proverty of the United States

MEMORIAL TO CERVERA.

Tribute of Well Known Men Sent
Long After War.

Six years after the Cuban campaign of the
Spanish-Amerfcan War a memorial is being
sent to Admiral Cervera, of the Spanish Navy,
expressing the appreciation of prominent Ameri- ¢
cans of his sending word to the American fleet
that Hobson and the crew of the Merrimac had
been rescued and would be kindly treated until
they could be exchanged. Arthur Bird, editor
of “The Sidney (N. Y.) Record,” saids to-day on
the steamer Kinig Albert, to carry the elabo-
rately engrossed testimonial to the old Spanish
admiral, who is now at his home in Cadiz.

The memorial is 36 by 48 inches and is hand-
somely framed. The American and Spanish flags
are crossed at its top, and the coats of arms of
the respective countries occupy the corners.
Then coine the resolutions which formally cen-
vey the thanks of the American people for his
kindly act on June 3, 1808, when he dispatched
a steam launch under a flag of truce and pre-
sented his compliments to Admiral Sampson in
the outer harbor of Santiago, Cuba, telling
the American admiral that the crew of the Mer-
rimac were alive, well and would be kindly
treated until they could be returned to the
American lines or ships.

There are sixty-four signatures to the me-
morial, including twenty-two Governors of
States, presidents of universities, editors of lead-
ing newspapers, Mavors of the larger cities and
former Cabinet officials. Many of the signers
have forwarded letters eulogizing the Spanish
admiral’s conduct. These will be presented
with the memori
