Raisuli said that he bore no 111 will to Euro-
peans, but that the only way to bring the Moor-
ish government to Its senses was by capturing
Europeans until the foreign powers were awak-
ened to a realization of the existing conditions.

Mr. Perdicaris said that l:;.:-v.li is posing as a
patriot who wants to see the country happy and
peaceful, and he is offering to accept the respon-
sibility for maintaining the country, from Tangier
to Fez, free from robbery and crime. If he Is
backed up by the powers. He found Raisuli to
be educated and Intellectual.

The only time the prisoners were anxious was
during the last two days, when they were at

Barabin. the village of Zelal, the Governor of
the Bent M'Sar.i tribe. More than three hours
were lost there In the exchange of compliments,
Raisult refusing to talk business until the last
moment, being apparently suspicious of nn at-
tempt to capture him. When be received th«
money and the men turned over to him by the
ransom party he hurried away toward his vil-
lage.

Describing Raisuli, Mr. Perdlcarla said he did
not get the Impression that the bandit was a

sordid man, but one who thoroughly understood
the necessity for the maintenance of law find
order. He exercised a remarkable control over
the people and his followers displayed remark
able devotion to him. His follower* were in-
creasing continually. Haisuii organised the com
federation of the Kahyles, In which for many
years anarchy existed His force now amounted
to six thousand men. armed with Mauser :md
Remington rifles.

Rnisull's father, Mr. Perdicaris said, left him
much property and cnttle-, which uroused the
enmity of the kalds, who Induced the Pacha, by
presents, to rob Kalsuli of his belongings, and
finally to imprison him for four years at Moga-
dor. On his release Raisuli interviewed Moham-
med el Tores, representative of the Sultan at

Tangier, concerning the restitution of his prop-
erty, and, this being without avail. Raisuli swore
to take the law into his own hands, with the
results already known.

Raisuli dally held long conversations with the
prisoner*. He said the country was In a state

of cnarchy. The animosity of the people, he
said, was not directed against the Sultan, but
against his governors.

At Tsarrndent the oaptlves lived in a filthy

hut. They were not allowed to go one hundred
yards away from it.and were strongly guarded.
"When the shereef of "Wazari arrived, a big tent
was placed at the disposal of the prisoners, and
in other ways the shereef was able to alleviate

their condition. The attitude of the Moors
changed from Insult to fair treatment.

In spite of frequent rumors and the offers of
increasing rewards, no authentic clew to his
whereabouts ha? since been obtained.

Mr. Kingsley received word at New-Roch»llt
of the severe Dines* of his father, and on th.*
morning of his disappearance had started for
Vermont. Mr. Baxter accompanied him as far
as the Grand Central Station In this city on his
way to the Princeton- football game. Then,
Mr. Baxter says, his cousin suddenly changed
his mind and decided to stay In the city for the
day, and go on in the evening. Later it was re-
ported that he had been seen that night drink-
Ing in a Tenderloin resort, and when he did not
appear !n Kutlnnd for two days, it was feared
that lie had met with foul play. A general
alarm was turned In and a reward of $000 was:
offered. Alexander T. Mason, attorney for Mr.
Baxter, has been conducting the .search.

There were rumors that Mr. Kingsley had
been seen In Rutland on the Sunday after his
disappearance, :'.nd also that ho was In thin city
up to Monday. Then nothing more could be
learned.

Heat combined with humidity made yesterday

about as warm and uncomfortable a day as has

been experienced in this city for years. The
highest temperature, !>2 degrees, was reached
about 2 p. m.. and was the highest recorded for

June 20 since IST.", when the mercury reached
95 degrees.
