POLICE SERGEANT DEAD ON COT.

I Well Planned Attempt at Freehold
Is Frustrated.

['•f rsxeea_rn to the tkiui I
Freehold, N*. J., June 20.—There was great

~xcltPinent here to-night over .1 v.ell planned
attempt of sfven prisoners in the Monmouth
County Jail her** to effect a general jaildelivery,

tinder the leadership of William EL Taft. a fugi-
tive from the Massachusetts Penitentiary, con-
fined here for the last week under a charge of
theft at .Anbury Park. The prompt action of
Deputy Sheriff Close and a posse of local citizens

and constables frustrated the scheme.
Jailer Fitzgerald saw Taft and James El-

wards, v colored prisoner, acting suspiciously.

Ho sent for Deputy Sheriffs Close and Barkalow,
who from the exterior of the jaildiscovered that
the convict* were sawing one of the bars of the
window, under the protection of a shirt hung up

for the purpose To make certain the officers
entered the Jail and In a corridor adjoining the

one In which the men were awaited develop-

ments. They heard a. discussion, and learned
that at 7:30 p. m. the plan to escape would be
tried. They decided to wait tor that hour.

Fifteen guards, fullyarmed, were stationed at

various points about the jail,while hundreds of
citizens whose curiosity was aroused by the

unusual activity gathered about the jail. Close,

who was stationed inside the building, heard
Edwards says "It's sawed through. Pull It
Imck and we can get out." Entering the corri-
dor. Close saw Taft lifted to the edge of the
window. He pulled a Oar to one side and at-
tempted to crawl through. A.sweater which he
wore caught In the bar and interfered in his get-
ting down. Taft removed the garment and was
lifted again to the window. This time he dis-
appeared through H.

At that moment tho officer fired Q shot from
his revolver directly at the other six men In the
corridor under the window v ho were preparing
to follow. This shot answered the double pur-
pose of warning tha Boards on the outside that
an escape had been accomplished and of scatter-
ing the jail breakers. None of them were hit,
and then for the ttrst time they learned that
they were discover***. The men rushed from the
window to their cells to escape a fusillade of
shots from the revolvers of the deputy sheriffs
and jailer. The thirty or more other prisoners

huddled into a corner and set up cries of alarm,
while confusion reigned inside the Jail.

Taft dropped from the window into the court-
yard below, and made a daafc for a high board
fence which surrounded it. As he was about to

mount It a well directed Mow from Dennis
Carey, one of the citizens' posse, brought him
to the ground. Then he started for a sld» fence,

and ran into the muzzle of a revolver In tho
hands of the sheriffs chief clerk, C. B. Barkav-
tow. Taft then surrendered.

The department having directed the' chief con-
structor to make report as to "which, if any. navy
yards on the Atlantic or on the Pacific Coast could,
With their present equipment, build the two colliers
authorized by the Na\al Appropriation act approved
April 27. 1904; also. ifno such yard is available, to
Btat*i whether there Is any money appropriated and
available for equipping any yard or yards so that
It will be possible to build colliers therein." the
chief constructor has submitted a report, stating
that, with the sole exception of the navy yard at
New-York, there Is not a single navy yard either on
the Atlantic or on the Pacific Coast which is at the
present time equipped with a building slip and over-
head crane facilities necessary for undertaking the
building of a collier of the size specified in the
Naval Appropriation act, inasmuch as this vessel
will require a building slip as long and as fully
equipped as that necessary for the, Connecticut;
that while the navy yards at Portsmouth, Boston,
League Island, Norfolk and Mare Island ara fairly
well equipped with all usual shipbuilding tools,
there are deficiencies in other respects, and thelarge improvements in progress at those stations. In
docks, shops and other buildings, will render theundertaking- of extensive shipbuilding work at this
particular time less economical than would other-
wise be possible. While the navy yard at Puget
Sound Is necessarily, by reason of its geographical
position and deep water harbor, destined to be, one
of the most Important navy yards In the country,
Its present condition as to facilities for shipbuild-
ing work is less favorable than that of the older
yards, but is being steadily improved from year to
year. The navy yard at Charleston is in Its initial
stages, and the condition of the naval stations at
I'ensacola and New-Orleans, both as to machinery,
plant and general shipbuilding facilities, is such as
to preclude at the present time their serious con-
sideration in connection with large shipbuilding
work. The preparation of a suitable building slip,
overhead crane facilities and permanent structuresnecessary to properly equip any of the above men-
tioned yards for building a vessel about 450 feet In
length and over 12.000 tons displacement cannot bn
provided for out of current appropriations, but will
necessitate specific appropriation by Congress, as
there la no money now available for that purpose.

CROWDING THE NAVAL. ACADEMY. —The
largest class ever admitted to th« Naval Academy
is now under examination at Annaooll.-t. Examina-
tions were held a month or more ago In various
places throughout the country of those who had
been designated for appointment as midshipmen
by Congressman and Senators. The examinations
resulted in the admission of 146 candidates. This
week additional examinations besan at the- acad-
emy and on Monday 'S2S candidates appeared. There
were 445 vacancies in the Dositton ot midshipman,
but it is not exo-ieted that more than three hundred
candidates will be found uualiflcd. Kven with this
allowance for failure?, the next fourth .lass at
the Naval Acndemv will be tho largest on record,
and special provisions liave been made in anticipa-
tion of their comluK.

His last remarks were made to two hun-
dred negroes who were assembled about the
point of execution. Dunham telling them never
to go about a white man's house, when women
were at home alone.

The three Dunn sisters, the eldest of whom is
less than eighteen years old, witnessed the
lynching from \u25a0 distance.

Heavy Sunday Traffic to Coney Is Held Up

K:<ilroa<J was held up for some
time yesterday afternoon by the tearing; away of
part of the third rail at a point between St. Mark's-
ave. and Vnion-st.
